​ Secure all necessary materials by Friday, November 21. 

​ Bring your completed Balloon Project into school on Wednesday, November 26. 

TIP: 
Keep in mind that balloons may deflate if blown up too soon. Therefore. . . . 
➢​ Plan, organize, and create your accessories ahead of time. 
➢​ Assemble your balloon masterpiece as close to the due date as possible.
