l. Welcome and Introduction
. Title I/l

A. Federal Programs provide funding to address the needs of students who are categorized
as low-socioeconomic status, homeless, foster youth, or multilingual learners. There are
strict rules for how this funding can be spent (no computer programs, yes to teacher
professional development and extra work hours to do intervention). Schools spend this
funding with input from the school district and their school community/families.

Il SSC/SPSA

A. Every school in California has a School Site Council, which creates a School Plan for
Student Achievement every year. This plan holds the school’s goals, and the strategies
and funding it will use to meet those goals. The ideal is for a SSC to have 10 members (5
parents, 3 teachers, one classified staff member, the principal) and meet monthly.

IV. Understanding Assessments and Test Results

A. District Assessments: students are assessed three times a year in ELA and Math. For
students in grades K-2, they are tested with STAR Early Literacy and the Quick Phonics
Assessment. Students in 3-5 are tested with STAR Reading. Students in grades 1-5 are
tested with STAR Math. Newcomers who speak Spanish can be tested in Spanish.

B. State Assessments: Every year, students in Grades 3-5 are tested in ELA and Math on
the California Assessment of Student Performance and Progress (CAASPP), which was
created by the Smarter Balanced Assessment Consortium, so you might also hear it
called SBAC. Fifth Graders also take the California Science Test (CAST).

C. ELPAC: When parents mark on intake forms that a language in addition to or other than
English is spoken in the home, their student takes the Initial English Language
Proficiency Assessment of California (I-ELPAC) to see if they qualify as needing support
learning English. Once students qualify as multilingual learners (MLLs or ELs), they take
the summative ELPAC at the end of every year to measure their progress and to
determine if they continue to qualify for ELD services.
