The Process

SETTING UP A BANK ACCOUNT IN INDIA
Opening a bank account is a crucial step for managing daily expenses and settling into
life in Bangalore. 

Requirements can vary slightly between banks, but you will typically need:

Visit the branch in person to complete application forms (many banks now offer
online pre-registration).
Submit your documents for verification.
Once approved, you’ll receive a cheque book, debit card, and online banking
access.

Passport (with valid visa and copies of relevant pages)

FRRO Registration Certificate (issued by the Foreigners Regional Registration
Office after arrival in India)

PAN Card (Permanent Account Number) – essential for financial transactions. If
you don’t have one, most banks can help you apply.

Proof of Local Address (e.g., rental agreement, utility bill in your name, or a letter
from your employer/school)

Passport-sized photographs (usually 2–3)

Tip: The FRRO certificate is mandatory for most resident savings accounts,
so ensure you register with the FRRO soon after arrival (required within 14
days for most visas).
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WATER SAFETY / EMERGENCY NUMBERS

It’s important to be mindful of water safety to stay healthy in India. Tap water is not safe
for drinking, so always use filtered or bottled water for drinking, brushing teeth, and
cooking. Most homes in Bangalore are fitted with water purifiers, but it’s essential to
ensure your filters are serviced and changed regularly for effective purification. If you’re
unsure about the filter’s maintenance history in your new home, arrange for a technician
to inspect or replace the system as soon as possible.

For drinking water outside the home, carry a reusable bottle filled with filtered water, or
buy sealed bottled water from reputable brands. Avoid ice in drinks unless you’re certain
it’s made with purified water. For families with young children, consider installing an extra
layer of filtration such as a UV or RO (reverse osmosis) system for added peace of mind.

Keep these important numbers handy in case of an emergency:

 📞 Police (Dial 100) – For emergencies requiring police assistance.
 📞 Fire (Dial 101) – For reporting fire incidents.
 📞 Ambulance (Dial 108) – Free ambulance service across Karnataka.
 📞 Child Helpline (Dial 1098) – For child-related emergencies.
 📞 Women’s Helpline (Dial 1091) – For women’s safety and support.

✅ Private Ambulance Services:

Hospitals: Many private hospitals like Manipal also operate their own 24/7 ambulance
services (check with your nearest hospital and save their number).

Tip: Many communities in Bangalore also arrange for scheduled filter
maintenance through local service providers—check with your resident
WhatsApp group for recommendations.

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Festivals and Celebrations in Bangalore

Makara Sankranti / Pongal (January)

Republic Day (January 26)

A harvest festival marked by kite flying, colorful rangoli (floor art), and sharing
sweets made of sesame and jaggery.

Celebrated with flag-hoisting ceremonies and cultural performances in schools
and public parks.

Tip: Join a local kite festival or try your hand at making a rangoli with your
children.

Tip: Many gated communities host flag hoisting and kids’ performances—great
to meet neighbors.

Holi (March)

The famous festival of colors where people throw colored powders and water,
celebrating spring and new beginnings.

Tip: Many communities will organise Holi events and Stonehill will also have a
popular event during the school week for the students

Independence Day (August 15)

Ganesh Chaturthi (August/September)

Dussehra (September/October)

Diwali (October/November)

Flag hoisting and cultural performances mark this national holiday.

Clay idols of Lord Ganesha are installed in homes and community spaces,
followed by music, dancing, and immersion in local lakes.

Celebrated with colorful displays of dolls (bombe habba) in homes and grand
parades in Mysore (a 3-hour drive away).

The festival of lights—homes glow with lamps and fireworks fill the skies.

Tip: Visit famous Ganesha pandals in the city or join a friend’s home
celebration.

Tip: Don’t miss Mysore Palace lit up with thousands of lights during this time.

Tip: Don’t miss out on the amazing Diwali Mela hosted by the school, as well as
the Diwali gala for parents - it’s the event of the season!

Ramzan / Eid-ul-Fitr (April/May)

The end of the Islamic holy month, celebrated with prayers, feasting, and sharing
sweets.

Tip: Explore Bangalore’s food markets and special feasts in restaurants
across the city.

India is a linguistically diverse country with an estimated 122 major languages and
countless dialects spoken across its regions. In Karnataka, the native language is
Kannada, and you’ll see it widely used on street signs, in local markets, and government
offices.
However, Hindi and English are also commonly spoken, especially in urban areas like
Bangalore. Do keep in mind:

Not everyone in Karnataka speaks Kannada fluently.
Not everyone across India speaks Hindi either.

Learning a few basic Kannada phrases can go a long way in building rapport with locals—
auto drivers, shopkeepers, and household staff especially appreciate the effort!
