Interview with Dominique Diaddigo-Cash
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Dominique is the Community Organizer at SPFE (Saint Paul Federation of Educators). SPFE is

the union for the educators at our school. He joined us for Open Mic in October, where he was

able to talk with me about his job. Here’s what he had to say...

Marley: What’s your job title and what work do you do in that role? 

Dominique: I'm a community organizer. I support the members of SPFE to become more

involved in their communities. That involves volunteering, advocating, and supporting the

leadership of members. It’s a very community-oriented job.

Marley: What do you like most about your work?

Dominique: I like the feeling of living out my values. I grew up in public schools and I

didn’t really love my schools, but in the community I still felt like I had value. I like to

be an active part of my community.

Marley: What advice do you want to give to someone going into your field?

Dominique: Listen to people! You may have a perspective that’s unique, but so does the
next person. We have to be a community. We have to make connections with people.

Listening is the best way to learn and teach.

Marley: What advice would you give to the students at Creative Arts? 

Dominique: Be a free thinker! Being a part of the community is very important, but it’s also important

to know you’re right to say no, and to not always adopt whatever ideas your community tells you to.

Think freely for yourself and understand where your values align, but you also shouldn’t cut people
off if you don’t think the same way. You won't be able to hold someone accountable or teach them if

you don’t have a relationship with them.

Marley: What are ways students can get involved?

Dominique: For students to get more involved in their communities, they should definitely go to school

board meetings. There’s also an upcoming thing to look out for called the Sustainability Committee

where students could be active voices to make their schools more environmentally sustainable.

You could tell your friend that it
hurts your feelings that they don't respect the boundary you set and that you don't

want to be friends anymore. After that, try making other friends that don’t talk about
others and respect your boundaries.
