Science-Based Early Literacy Instruction

Theory of action: If we implement science-based early
literacy instruction, including the use of high-quality,
standards-based formative practices that are
differentiated for individual students, then teachers
and staff will deliver small-group instruction that
incorporates key elements of the foundational skills of
reading. As a result, students will receive targeted
learning experiences that improve their reading
performance as evidenced by a collection of lesson
plans that shows differentiation based on data
gathered from formative assessments, and a 10%
increase in proficiency on ELA classroom assessments
based on standards by the end of the 2024-2025
school year.

Theory of action: If we implement social and emotional
learning, including de-escalation strategies,
incorporating de-escalating language into classroom
management, and setting up teaching and students
how to use the regulation tools/spaces in the
classroom, then teachers and staff will identify when
students are becoming escalated and effectively guide
them to regulate themselves. As a result, students will
be able to better monitor and regulate their own
classroom behaviors as evidenced by a decrease in the
number of PLP notes and referrals (focusing on
disproportionality between Black/African American
students and their peers) by the end of the 2024-2025
school year.

1. Schools will demonstrate a 5% increase in the number of
students who score meeting/advanced in math and English
language arts (overall and disaggregated by groups) on the
state assessments for each consecutive year from the spring
of the previous year to the spring of the current year.
