Each winter, families, students, and community members inquire how the decision to close or delay school is
made and communicated. These decisions are not taken lightly, as I know that there are impacts to our families and
community. We always try to make the best decision with the safety of our students and staff as our number one
priority.

When there is a possibility of a storm coming, I get regular updates from the National Weather Service. I
participate in ‘weather webinars’ with the National Weather Service and area superintendents, sometimes multiple
times in a day, even beginning as early as 4:00 a.m. When making the decision to close or have a late start, I work
collaboratively with the National Weather Service, our bus company, area school superintendents, as well as our administrative team.

We make the call as early as we can. With Wisconsin weather, many times it is difficult to make the decision the night before,
because the weather here may be very different than the weather in other areas. If conditions are unclear until the day of the weather
event, I collaborate with my contacts to assess the road conditions throughout the district, determine the timing of the storm including
wind chills, and monitor any new changes. It is not an exact science, but we do our best.

When we make the decision to close or have a late start, these messages will be broadcast on television, radio stations, on our
website, and on our Facebook page. Families should also receive a text message if there is a cell phone number in Skyward. In addition
to delaying or canceling school, there may be instances where we believe it is in the best interest of the safety of children to have an
early release from school or to cancel after-school activities. When school and/or after school activities are canceled, the Boys and Girls
Club is also canceled.

We appreciate your understanding as we strive to make the best decision for the safety of our students and staff. Hopefully, we
will have a mild winter and won’t have to make these types of decisions too often.
