FMS HVAC Project

project.

Freeman 2025 Strategic Plan

With the start of the 2022-23 school year, our school board, leadership
team, staff and students began working on our Freeman 2025 Strategic 0G0
Plan. We have used this entire school year to get feedback from students,
staff, parents, and our community on our Strengths, Weaknesses, Opportu-
nities, and Threats (known as a SWOT Analysis) to build off our previous
Freeman 2022 Strategic Plan. Freeman SD is proud to partner with The
Center for Educational Effectiveness (CEE) on the Freeman 2025 Strategic
Plan and Erich Bolz has been an excellent facilitator. We plan to finalize the
Strategic Plan document in June.

Balanced School Calendar Research

The Freeman SD applied for, and received, a grant for approximately
$40,000 to explore and research a balanced school calendar for Freeman
SD. A team of 8 Freeman staff visited the Washoe County School District in
Reno, NV and Churchill County School District in Fallon, NV for three days in
March, 2023 to learn more and see if this is something that could benefit
the students, staff and community of Freeman.

Another Freeman team is visiting schools in the San Diego area in May,
2023 to do further research and investigation. Regardless of the research
and learning, there would be no change to the FSD 2023-24 school calendar
—this is already set and approved by the school board. We will continue to
listen, learn, and research to see about possible adjustments to the 2024-
25 school calendar.

Long-Range Facilities Plan

The Freeman School Board voted unanimously (5-0) in their regularly
scheduled school board meeting at the March 30, 2023 to proceed with a
multi-use synthetic turf field to replace the current football field. The
school board authorized using existing Capital Levy Project funds (passed in
2021) toward the field turf project (approximately $1.75 million). Other
funds, including the issuance of a Limited General Obligation (LGO) Bond
and Private-Public Partnership funds will be necessary to fund a stadium
renovation project (approximately $2.75 million). If you’re interested in
learning more about the Private-Public Partnership Options, please reach
out to:
