Of course, none of the fall excitement would be complete without our marching band and cheerleaders, who brought 
incredible spirit and energy to every game and event. They were also there to lead the parade for our cross country 
team’s send-off to the state meet, a perfect example of the school spirit that defines Mount Gilead.

Important Updates About School Attendance 
What's Changing? The state has updated how schools track student attendance. While truancy laws remain the 
same (handled by courts for unexcused absences), there's now a new focus on "Chronic Absenteeism," which counts 
all absences—both excused and unexcused. 
Why This Matters We know that every day at school is valuable learning time for your child. The state recognizes 
that whether an absence is excused or not, students still miss important instruction and classroom experiences. We 
are now required to contact families when students have missed 5% of the school year for any reason. We want to 
help make sure students don’t become Chronically absent, which is missing 10% or more of the school year, and can 
lead to poor academic outcomes. 
What This Means for Our Families  

 Starting next school year, we'll be updating our attendance policies to align with state requirements  
 For now, we'll continue tracking absences the same way we always have, but attendance letters will be 

sent at the time students have missed 5% of the school year (between 45-50 hours) 
 We understand that sometimes children need to stay home when they're sick—that's the right choice for 

their health and their classmates' wellbeing 
When Should My Child Stay Home? We recommend keeping your child home when they have a fever, vomiting, or 
diarrhea, and waiting 24 hours after symptoms stop before returning to school. You know your child best, and we 
trust your judgment about their health and readiness to return to learning. 
How to Report an Absence When your child needs to miss school, please let us know by:  

 Calling the school office 
 Sending a note from a medical appointment  
 Using our online absence form at mgschools.org 

Note: For planned family vacations, please contact your school's main office for the pre-approval form. 
Questions? We're here to support you and your child's success. Please don't hesitate to reach out to your school's 
main office if you have any questions about attendance policies.
