Report on the Audit of the Financial Statements
Opinions

We have audited the financial statements of the governmental activities and the major fund of East Valley
Schools Transportation Agency as of and for the year ended June 30, 2025, and the related notes to the
financial statements, which collectively comprise East Valley Schools Transportation Agency’s basic
financial statements as listed in the table of contents.

In our opinion, the accompanying financial statements referred to above present fairly, in all material
respects, the respective financial position of the governmental activities and the major fund of East Valley
Schools Transportation Agency, as of June 30, 2025, and the respective changes in financial position for
the year then ended in accordance with accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of
America.

Basis for Opinions

We conducted our audit in accordance with auditing standards generally accepted in the United States of
America (GAAS) and the standards applicable to financial audits contained in Government Auditing
Standards, issued by the Comptroller General of the United States (Government Auditing Standards). Our
responsibilities under those standards are further described in the Auditor's Responsibilities for the Audit of
the Financial Statements section of our report. We are required to be independent of East Valley Schools
Transportation Agency, and to meet our other ethical responsibilities, in accordance with the relevant ethical
requirements relating to our audit. We believe that the audit evidence we have obtained is sufficient and
appropriate to provide a basis for our audit opinions.

Responsibilities of Management for the Financial Statements

Management is responsible for the preparation and fair presentation of the financial statements in
accordance with accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of America, and for the
design, implementation, and maintenance of internal control relevant to the preparation and fair
presentation of financial statements that are free from material misstatement, whether due to fraud or error.

In preparing the financial statements, management is required to evaluate whether there are conditions or
events, considered in the aggregate, that raise substantial doubt about East Valley Schools Transportation
Agency'’s ability to continue as a going concern for twelve months beyond the financial statement date,
including any currently known information that may raise substantial doubt shortly thereafter.

Such information is the responsibility of
management and, although not a part of the basic financial statements, is required by the Governmental
Accounting Standards Board who considers it to be an essential part of financial reporting for placing the
basic financial statements in an appropriate operational, economic, or historical context. We have applied
certain limited procedures to the required supplementary information in accordance with auditing standards
generally accepted in the United States of America, which consisted of inquiries of management about the
methods of preparing the information and comparing the information for consistency with management's
responses to our inquiries, the basic financial statements, and other knowledge we obtained during our
audit of the basic financial statements. We do not express an opinion or provide any assurance on the
information because the limited procedures do not provide us with sufficient evidence to express an opinion
or provide any assurance.

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Supplementary Information

Our audit was conducted for the purpose of forming opinions on the financial statements that collectively
comprise the East Valley Schools Transportation Agency’s basic financial statements. The accompanying
supplementary information as listed in the table of contents is presented for purposes of additional analysis
and is not a required part of the basic financial statements. Such information is the responsibility of
management and, except for that portion marked "unaudited," was derived from, and relates directly to, the
underlying accounting and other records used to prepare the basic financial statements. That information
has been subjected to the auditing procedures applied in the audit of the basic financial statements and
certain additional procedures, including comparing and reconciling such information directly to the
underlying accounting and other records used to prepare the basic financial statements or to the basic
financial statements themselves, and other additional procedures in accordance with auditing standards
generally accepted in the United States of America. In our opinion, that information is fairly stated in all
material respects in relation to the basic financial statements as a whole. The information marked
"unaudited" has not been subjected to the auditing procedures applied in the audit of the basic financial
statements and, accordingly, we do not express an opinion or provide any assurance on it.

Other Information

Management is responsible for the other information included in the financial statements. The other
information comprises the Organization page but does not include the basic financial statements and our
auditor’s report thereon. Our opinions on the basic financial statements do not cover the other information,
and we do not express an opinion or any form of assurance thereon.

In connection with our audit of the basic financial statements, our responsibility is to read the other
information and consider whether a material inconsistency exists between the other information and the
basic financial statements, or the other information otherwise appears to be materially misstated. If, based
on the work performed, we conclude that an uncorrected material misstatement of the other information
exists, we are required to describe it in our report.

Other Reporting Required by Government Auditing Standards

In accordance with Government Auditing Standards, we have also issued our report dated November 7,
2025 on our consideration of East Valley Schools Transportation Agency’s internal control over financial
reporting and on our tests of its compliance with certain provisions of laws, regulations, contracts, and grant
agreements and other matters.

This section of the East Valley School Transportation Agency’s 2024-25 Annual Financial
Report presents the Management’s Discussion and Analysis (MD&A) of the Agency’s
financial performance for the fiscal year ending June 30, 2025. It should be read in
conjunction with the Agency’s audited financial statements, which immediately follow this
section.

OVERVIEW OF THE FINANCIAL STATEMENTS

The Basic Financial Statement

The basic financial statements presented in this report include all activities of the East Valley
Schools Transportation Agency, as prescribed by Governmental Accounting Standards
Board (GASB) Statement No. 34.

The Government-Wide Financial Statements provide an overview of the Agency’s financial
position using the economic resources measurement focus and the accrual basis of

accounting. These statements include all the Agency’s assets and liabilities.

The Governmental Fund Financial Statements are prepared using the current financial
resources measurement focus and the modified accrual basis of accounting.

The primary reporting entity is the East Valley Schools Transportation Agency.

FINANCIAL HIGHLIGHTS OF THE PAST YEAR
REPORTING THE AGENCY AS A WHOLE

The Statement of Net Assets and the Statement of Activities

The Statement of Net Assets and the Statement of Activities provide information about the
Agency as a whole. These statements include all assets and liabilities of the Agency and are
prepared using the accrual basis of accounting, similar to that used by most private-sector
companies. Revenues and expenses are recorded when earned or incurred, regardless of when
cash is received or paid.

These statements present the Agency’s net assets and the changes in them. Net assets,
calculated as the difference between assets and liabilities, provide a measure of the Agency’s
financial health, also referred to as its financial position.

The relationship between revenues and expenses reflects the Agency’s operating results.
Because the Board’s primary responsibility is to provide services to students rather than
generate a profit, other factors must also be considered when evaluating the overall financial
health of the Agency.

The JPA has a Fiscal and Operational Services Agreement with Mount Pleasant School
District (the District), under which the District serves as the fiscal and operational agent for
the JPA and is compensated with a fee for these services.

Governmental activities — Most of the Agency’s services are reported in this category. Agency

revenues include interest income, and member districts contribute to covering any excess
costs.

THE AGENCY AS TRUSTEE

Reporting the Agency’s Fiduciary Responsibilities

The Agency acts as trustee, or fiduciary, for funds held on behalf of the JPA member districts
(member), including those for excess costs. Members pay estimated excess costs to cover
transportation and operational expenses, which are billed quarterly. At the close of the fiscal
year, actual excess costs are determined, and any overpayments are refunded to the members.
If a member has underpaid, the Agency issues an invoice to collect the remaining balance.
The Agency is responsible for ensuring that all assets reported in these funds are used
exclusively for their intended purposes.

THE AGENCY AS A WHOLE

Our analysis below focuses on the revenues.

In fiscal year 2015-16, the State distributed Special Education Transportation funding
directly to district members, including it in their LCFF calculations. Since the JPA did not
receive this state apportionment, the resulting excess costs were passed on to the district
members. Excess costs represent the difference between total expenditure and total revenue.
The JPA estimated excess costs quarterly and reconciled the final amounts charged to each
district member at the end of the fiscal year.

Net Position

The Agency’s net position was $308,901 for the fiscal year ending June 30, 2025. This entire
amount was restricted. See Table 2.

To support the cash flow, the Board approved Resolution 17/18-06 on June 6, 2018, to
recalculate the Reserve every three years. At the end of 2023-24, the Reserve amount has
been updated with a charge of 10% based on the expenditure of the 2023-24 Budget. This
Ending Fund Balance of $308,901 will remain the same until the next update in 2026-27.

The $308,901 in restricted net position of governmental activities represents the Reserve
provided by six member districts at start-up for cash flow purposes. See Table 3.

Governmental Activities

The total cost of services increased by $440,025, or 17.72%, in 2024-25 compared to 2023—
24. The total transportation cost for the 202425 school year was $2,698,435, representing
an increase of $428,916, or 18.9%. The number of riders decreased by four, while the number
of routes remained unchanged. See Table 4 for details.

General Fund Budgetary Highlights

Throughout the year, the Agency revised its budget to address unexpected changes in
revenues and expenditure. The Board adopted the original budget on June 5, 2024, and
subsequently approved the Unaudited Actuals along with the Revised Budget on
September 3, 2025. See Table 5.

The Adopted Budget projected 99 students and 23 bus routes. The actual average student
count at the end of the year was 96; however, the number of bus routes was not reduced
accordingly. The transportation contract for 2024-25 increased the rate by approximately
20%.

In 2023-24, contracted personnel costs increased by 5% for the JPA Transportation
Scheduler, and the annual benefits cap rose from $15,500 to $17,500. Due to the delayed
settlement of union negotiations, the retroactive payment and salary increase were recorded
in 2024-25.

There was no salary or benefit increases in 2024-25.

ECONOMIC FACTORS AND NEXT YEAR’S BUDGETS AND RATES

In considering the Agency Budget for the 2025-26 fiscal year, the Governing Board and
Management used the following criteria and assumptions:

Key Assumptions in Revenue Projections

1. Interest revenue is based on the prior year’s estimated actual earnings.
2. Local revenues (excess cost) are projected to increase proportionally with the overall
increase in total expenditures.

Key Assumptions in Expenditure Projections

1. The budget assumes transportation service costs for 21 bus routes.
Contracted personnel costs remain unchanged. The PERS rate has been updated for
the budget year and the following two years.

3. All other costs are projected to increase in line with the estimated California CPI
growth.

4. Ridership is projected at a total of 91 students.

NOTE 1 - SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES

Organization: East Valley Schools Transportation Agency (the "Agency") was organized as a joint powers
authority on July 1, 1996. The purpose of the Agency is to provide transportation services for the students
of the member Districts. The Agency is an entity separate and distinct from each of its participant Districts.
Each member District has two representatives on the Governing Board. Each member of that Board has
equal voting rights. The Governing Board has decision-making authority which includes the power to
appoint management and the ability to significantly influence operations. The member Districts are as
follows:

Berryessa Union School District
Evergreen School District
Franklin-McKinley School District

Milpitas Unified School District

Mount Pleasant Elementary School District
Orchard School District

Reporting Entity: The Governing Board is the level of government which has governance responsibilities
over all activities related to East Valley Schools Transportation Agency. The Board is not included in any
other governmental "reporting entity" as defined by the Governmental Accounting Standards Board (GASB)
since Board members have decision-making authority, the power to designate management, the
responsibility to significantly influence operations and primary accountability for fiscal matters.

Basis of Presentation - Financial Statements: The basic financial statements include a Management's
Discussion and Analysis (MD & A) section providing an analysis of the Agency's overall financial position
and results of operations, financial statements prepared using full accrual accounting for all of the Agency's
activities, including infrastructure, and a focus on the major funds in the fund financial statements.

Basis of Presentation - Government-Wide Financial Statements: The Statement of Net Position and the
Statement of Activities display information about the reporting government as a whole.

The Statement of Net Position and the Statement of Activities are prepared using the economic resources
measurement focus and the accrual basis of accounting. Revenues, expenses, gains, losses, assets and
liabilities resulting from exchange and exchange-like transactions are recognized when the exchange takes
place. Revenues, expenses, gains, losses, assets and liabilities resulting from nonexchange transactions
are recognized in accordance with the requirements of GASB Codification Section (GASB Cod. Sec.)
N50.118-.121.

Program revenues: Program revenues included in the Statement of Activities derive directly from the
program itself or from parties outside the Agency's taxpayers or citizenry, as a whole; program revenues
reduce the cost of the function to be financed from the Agency's general revenues.

Allocation of indirect expenses: The Agency reports all direct expenses by function in the Statement of
Activities. Direct expenses are those that are clearly identifiable with a function. No indirect expenses have
been allocated for the year ended June 30, 2025.

Basis of Accounting: Basis of accounting refers to when revenues and expenditures or expenses are
recognized in the accounts and reported in the financial statements. Basis of accounting relates to the
timing of the measurement made, regardless of the measurement focus applied.

Basis of Presentation - Fund Accounting: The accounts of the Agency are organized on the basis of funds
or account groups, each of which is considered to be a separate accounting entity. The operations of each
fund are accounted for with a separate set of self-balancing accounts that comprise its assets, liabilities,
fund balances, revenues and expenditures. Agency resources are allocated to and accounted for in
individual funds based upon the purpose for which they are to be spent and the means by which spending
activities are controlled. The Agency only operates a General Fund.

Receivables: Receivables are made up of amounts due from member Districts for services provided. The
Agency has determined that no allowance for doubtful accounts was needed as of June 30, 2025.

Accrual: Governmental activities in the government-wide financial statements are presented on the accrual
basis of accounting. Revenues are recognized when earned and expenses are recognized when incurred.

Fund Balance Classifications: GASB Codification Sections 1300 and 1800, Fund Balance Reporting and
Governmental Fund Type Definitions (GASB Cod. Sec. 1300 and 1800) implements a five-tier fund balance
classification hierarchy that depicts the extent to which a government is bound by spending constraints
imposed on the use of its resources. The five classifications, discussed in more detail below, are
nonspendable, restricted, committed, assigned and unassigned.

A - Nonspendable Fund Balance:

The nonspendable fund balance classification reflects amounts that are not in spendable form, such as
revolving fund cash, prepaid expenditures and stores inventory. At June 30, 2025, the Agency had no
nonspendable fund balances.

B - Restricted Fund Balance:

The restricted fund balance classification reflects amounts subject to externally imposed and legally
enforceable constraints. Such constraints may be imposed by creditors, grantors, contributors, or laws or
regulations of other governments, or may be imposed by law through constitutional provisions or enabling
legislation. These are the same restrictions used to determine restricted net position as reported in the
government-wide statements.

C - Committed Fund Balance:

The committed fund balance classification reflects amounts subject to internal constraints self-imposed by
formal action of the Governing Board. The constraints giving rise to committed fund balance must be
imposed no later than the end of the reporting period. The actual amounts may be determined subsequent
to that date but prior to the issuance of the financial statements. At June 30, 2025, the Agency had no
committed fund balances.

D - Assigned Fund Balance:

The assigned fund balance classification reflects amounts that the Agency's Governing Board has approved
to be used for specific purposes, based on the Agency's intent related to those specific purposes. At
June 30, 2025, the Agency had no assigned fund balances.

E - Unassigned Fund Balance:

The unassigned fund balance classification reflects the residual balance that has not been assigned to
other funds and that is not restricted, committed, or assigned to specific purposes. At June 30, 2025, the
Agency had no unassigned fund balances.

Fund Balance Policy: The Agency has an expenditure policy relating to fund balances. For purposes of
fund balance classifications, expenditures are to be spent from restricted fund balances first, followed in
order by committed fund balances (if any), assigned fund balances and lastly unassigned fund balances.

While GASB Cod. Sec. 1300 and 1800 do not require the Agency to establish a minimum fund balance
policy or a stabilization arrangement, GASB Cod. Sec. 1300 and 1800 do require the disclosure of a
minimum fund balance policy and stabilization arrangements, if they have been adopted by the Governing
Board. At June 30, 2025, the Agency has not established a minimum fund balance policy nor has it
established a stabilization arrangement.

Modified Accrual: The governmental fund financial statements are presented on the modified accrual basis
of accounting. Under the modified accrual basis of accounting, revenues are recorded when susceptible
to accrual; i.e., both measurable and available. "Available" means collectible within the current period or
within 60 days after year end. Expenditures are generally recognized under the modified accrual basis of
accounting when the related liability is incurred. The exception to this general rule is that principal and
interest on general obligation long-term liabilities, if any, is recognized when due.

Cost of Transportation: The Agency has contracted with an outside transportation service to furnish, operate
and maintain the school buses required by the Agency. The contract is subject to renewal annually by
mutual agreement. Each member District makes payment to the Agency, based upon the District's actual
bus usage.

Restricted Net Position: Restrictions of the ending net position indicate the portions of net position not
appropriable for expenditure or amounts legally segregated for a specific future use. The restricted net
position represents the amounts restricted for transportation services to students.

Budget and Budgetary Accounting: Annually, the Agency's Governing Board adopts a budget. Formal
budgetary integration was employed as a management control device during the year. The Agency
employs budget control by minor object and by individual appropriation accounts. Expenditures cannot
legally exceed appropriations by major object account. The originally adopted and final budget for the
General Fund are presented as Required Supplementary Information.

Estimates: The preparation of financial statements in conformity with accounting principles generally
accepted in the United States of America requires management to make estimates and assumptions that
affect certain reported amounts and disclosures. These estimates and assumptions affect the reported
amounts of assets and liabilities and disclosure of contingent assets and liabilities at the date of the financial
statements, and the reported amounts of revenues and expenditures during the reporting period.
Accordingly, actual results may differ from those estimates.

Pooled Funds: In accordance with Education Code Section 41001, the Agency maintains substantially all
of its cash in the interest-bearing Santa Clara County Treasurer's Pooled Investment Fund. The Agency is
an involuntary participant in an external investment pool. The fair value of the District’'s investment in the
pool is reported in the financial statements at amounts based upon the Agency’s prorated share of the fair
value provided by the County Treasurer for the entire portfolio (in relation to the amortized cost of that
portfolio). The balance available for withdrawal is based on the accounting records maintained by the
County Treasurer, which is recorded on the amortized cost basis. The pooled funds provide for daily
redemptions by the Agency with no advance notice requirements and has redemption prices that are
determined based on the pro rata share of that portfolio.

In accordance with applicable state laws, the Santa Clara County Treasury may invest in derivative
securities. However, at June 30, 2025, the Santa Clara County Treasurer has represented that the
Treasurer's pooled investment fund contained no derivatives or other investments with similar risk profiles.

Investment Interest Rate Risk: The Agency does not have a formal investment policy that limits cash and
investment maturities as a means of managing its exposure to fair value losses arising from increasing
interest rates. At June 30, 2025, the Agency had no significant interest rate risk related to cash and
investments held.

Investment Credit Risk: The Agency does not have a formal investment policy that limits its investment
choices other than the limitations of state law.

Concentration of Investment Credit Risk: The Agency does not place limits on the amount it may invest in
any one issuer. At June 30, 2025, the Agency had no concentration of credit risk.
