Through
this grant, Jamestown schools provide afterschool programming at Louis L’Amour, Lincoln, Gussner
and Roosevelt.

FEES

Program fees are charged monthly based on federal guidelines. The fee is charged for your child's
spot at the program, regardless of your decision to send your child daily.

If
families have multiple students attending the program and are not able to afford the total amount, you
may request a scholarship.

Reduced: $50 per month per child
Full: $150 per month per child.

Please note that timely payment of fees is crucial for us to be able to continue offering school year
programming. Our federal grant does not cover all the expenses and the program cannot continue
without payment of fees. Please note that scholarships are available based on need.
