Analyze text to cite textual evidence that is explicitly stated and to
make inferences.

Determine theme and central ideas of a text.

Summarize a text based on facts.

Describe how a story’s plot unfolds and how the characters
respond or change as the plot moves toward a resolution.
Compare and contrast the point of view of the narrator or
characters in a text.

Trace and evaluate the argument and specific claims in a text.
Distinguish claims supported by evidence and claims that are not.
Compare and contrast one author’s presentation of events with that
of another (e.g., a memoir written by and a biography about the
same person).
