Explaining the Differences: AP v. DC

Advanced Placement (AP) Classes
• College level class

• Taught to prepare you for the AP exam

• Exam includes a multiple choice and an 
essay section

• Usually, you must get a score of three or 
higher to gain college credit

• Weighted GPA

Dual Credit (DC) Classes

• College level class

• Could earn both college and high school 
credit

• Classes are through NDSCS

• This will be the start of a student's college 
transcript

• Make sure to check with potential 
colleges about credits transferring

• Must take an Accuplacer test to 
determine appropriate placement

• Non-weighted GPA
