Stretch Growth is an ambitious
annual growth target set for
students to achieve
proficiency or move beyond

it. Unlike Typical Growth,
which reflects average student
progress, Stretch Growth
targets are based on research
and are higher to accelerate
students toward proficiency
and to push on-grade-level
students toward advanced
mastery levels. Meeting
Stretch Growth targets,
especially over two
consecutive years, has been
shown to accelerate more
students to grade level
compared to meeting Typical
Growth targets.
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The Fall 2025 j-Ready diagnostic test was the first diagnostic test for LPS students in grades K-8 for the 2025-2026 school year. Eventually as the school year
ends, the Spring 2026 diagnostic will share our students growth within the school year and through the school years.
