Basic Principles, Federal Aid

ÅPaying is the joint responsibility of the student 

and parents, to the extent possible.

ÅNeed-based financial aid is subject to a federal 

formula to determine financial aid.

ÅNot all families qualify for need-based aid. There 

is no guarantee that you will get any free money 

to pay for higher education.

Start with the FORMS

FAFSA ς Free Application for Federal Student Aid

Å Required by ALL Schools, PHEAA and some scholarship organizations

Å Required every year attending

STATE GRANT FORM & HIGH SCHOOL FORM through PHEAA

Å Required first year for all students

Some schools require additional forms:

CSS Profile ς through the College Board; additional fees

Institutional Financial Aid Forms - through a specific school

Know Your Deadlines

Federal  Deadlines -  The FAFSA is available October 1st each year.

Apply anytime after October 1 in the year prior to when you will attend school 

          (AY 2026-27: 10/1/2025 to 6/30/27)

School Deadlines - vary, check websites!

PA State Grant Deadlines for FAFSA 

May 1, 2026 - First-time and renewal students attending colleges, universities & college 

transferrable programs (excluding community colleges) 

August 1, 2026 ï First-time students attending community college; a business, trade or 

technical schools, hospital school of nursing; Open Admissions Institutions or a 2-year 

non-transferrable degree program at a Jr or 4-year college

determine student eligibility for the 

following:

ÅThe FAFSA is the primary federal 

form for financial assistance to 

attend a postsecondary school.

ÅMust file a FAFSA each 

year a student attends 

school to be eligible.

ÅFile onlineτFast, Secure, 

SKIP LOGIC and Built-in Edits.

ÅWhile filing the FAFSA online is 

preferred, a printable PDF version 

is available at StudentAid.gov .

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When Is A Student Automatically 

Considered ñIndependentò?

Å24 or older on Jan 1st of 2026

ÅMarried

ÅVeteran (includes active-duty personnel)

ÅWorking on graduate level degree

ÅLegally emancipated minor or in a legal guardianship 
with someone other than their parent or stepparent, as 
determined by a court in state of residence

ÅOrphan, in foster care or ward of the court at 
anytime since the student turned 13

ÅHave legal dependents other than spouse

ÅStudent deemed homeless by proper authority

ÅPA State Grant status can be different



Student Unusual Circumstances 

A student may be experiencing an unusual circumstance  that 
prevents them from contacting their parents or contacting 
parents would pose a risk to student. This may include but is not 
limited to students who:

Å Left home due to an abusive or threatening environment;

Å Are abandoned by or estranged from their parents, and have 
not been adopted;

Å Have refugee or asylee status and are separated from their 
parents, or their parents are displaced in a foreign country; 

Å Are a victim of human trafficking; 

Å Are incarcerated, or their parents are incarcerated, and 
contact with the parents would pose a risk to the student; or

Å Are otherwise unable to contact or locate their parents and 
have not been adopted.

ÅContributors will need a StudentAid.gov Account 

to access the FAFSA application. 

ÅParent and student contributors must log in 

separately to complete their respective 

sections.



Who is a Contributor?

ÅThe studentôs dependency, marital, 
and tax filing statuses will determine 
if additional contributors are 
required on the FAFSA form. 

Å If married and filed jointly with 
current spouse, then minimal 
information about current spouse is 
required and the spouse doesnôt 
have to log in. 

Å If married or unmarried/living 
together but did not file taxes jointly, 
then both will need to log in and sign 
the FAFSA form.



Consent

ÅApplicant and any required 
contributor on the FAFSA 
must provide consent. They 
are consenting to:

- Direct Data Exchange to 
import applicant, parent, 
parent spouse, or student 
spouse Federal Tax 
Information (FTI).

- Redisclose FTI to state 
entities, institutions, and 
scholarship organizations.



IRS Direct Data Exchange

ÅSystem integration allows usersô federal tax information to be 

retrieved and transferred directly into the FAFSA form via IRS 

direct data exchange

ÅStudents and contributors must provide consent to retrieve and 

disclose federal tax information from the IRS for the student to 

be eligible for federal student aid.

Å The data exchange with the IRS may not work if the 

student or parent: 

- has had a change in marital status after the end of the tax year. 

- filed a Puerto Rican or foreign tax return. 

- was victim of identity theft, involving their federal tax return.



Create Your StudentAid.gov Account

ÅThe student applying for aid and all 

contributors providing information on 

the FAFSA need to create a 

StudentAid.gov Account at 

StudentAid.gov/fsa -id/create -

account . 

ÅCreate at least 1 day prior to completing 

the FAFSA

ÅLegal signature for student and 

contributors.

ÅUsers without an SSN will be able to 

acquire a StudentAid.gov Account.

to send them an invite to their FAFSA® form.

dependent applicant or owned by the student applicant 

Å Child support received for the most recently complete calendar year

Signing the FAFSA

ÅOn this page, the student 

acknowledges the terms and 

conditions of the FAFSA® 

form and signs their section. 

After agreeing and signing, 

the student is able to submit 

their section of the FAFSA 

form. 

Å Since parent information has 

not been provided, the 

FAFSA form is not 

considered complete and 

canôt be processed yet. 



FAFSA Confirmation

Upon submitting the studentôs FAFSA® form, the parent is 

presented an abbreviated confirmation page. This page 

displays information about tracking the studentôs FAFSA form

and next steps. The student will 

receive an email with the full, 

detailed confirmation. With the 

student and parent sections 

completed and signed, the 

FAFSA form is now considered 

complete and submitted for 

processing. 



PA State Grant Form (SGF) 

ÅStudents able to complete SGF after  PHEAA receives 

FAFSA information

- SGF cannot be completed prior to completing FAFSA

ÅGrantUs account will need to be set up to complete SGF

- Email to activate an account will come from 

noreply@grantus.pheaa.org 

- Student will invite parent to create an account if parental data is 

required to determine eligibility

Financial Aid Notification

ÅOfficial notification from school about financial 

aid, terms and conditions

ÅLists the type and amount of aid to be received 

ÅDescribes what must be done to accept or 

reject any aid

ÅDiscloses students' rights, responsibilities and 

academic requirements

Federal Grant Programs

ÅPell Grantτmax award $7,395*

- Eligibility is the same for every postsecondary institution

ÅFederal Supplemental Educational Opportunity 

Grant (FSEOG)τmax award $4,000

- Eligibility determined by Financial Aid Office at each 

potential school

- Student must be enrolled at least half-time

- Awarded to most financially needy students

*for the 2025-26 academic year

ÅYou must have 
financial need in 
order to qualify for 
work-study

ÅA work-study 
position is not 
guaranteed and 
may even require 
an interview

ÅWork-Study income 
is not considered 
as income on the 
FAFSA
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PA State Grant Program

ÅIn-stateτmax award $5,750 (full-

time)

ÅReciprocal states: Delaware, 

DC, Massachusetts, Ohio, 

Vermont, West Virginia

- Up to $600 for full-time 

students ($800 for veterans)

ÅAward amount determined in part 

by the cost of the school

Must be at least half -time to be eligible
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2025-26 Award Amounts

The maximum award for student 

attending an approved school in a 

reciprocal state is $600 and $800 (veterans)

* Must be at least half -time to be eligible

Cost Tier Maximum Award Minimum Award

$0 - $13,000 $3,058 $500

$13,001 - $20,000 $4,894 $500

$20,001 - $29,000 $5,260 $500

$29,001 - $32,000 $5,750 $500
