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Ann Arbor Parent Advisory Committee - Update

The most recent Ann Arbor Parent Advisory Committee (AAPAC) meeting was held via Zoom on
December 1st. A counselor from Michigan Rehabilitation Services (MRS) spoke about the
support the organization provides to AAPS high schoolers who have an IEP. Unfortunately the
support is not provided to students with a 504 Plan at this time. MRS offers support via courses
designed to plan out next steps post-high school for students, providing work-based learning
experiences in local community businesses like hotels, restaurants, companies..etc, and
working one-on-one with students to learn self-advocacy skills for college and the real world.
They are available to attend IEP meetings, and typically would be invited by the school to these
meetings. Additionally, Keely Hoffman, the Lead School Nurse for AAPS, spoke about the
school nurse's role in supporting students with various health-related needs.
