Harmony Public Schools continues to be a statewide leader in 
STEM education, committed to equipping students with the skills 
and knowledge they need to succeed in college, in the workforce, 
and in life. Our students continue to excel academically,
earning numerous state and national recognitions. In the
most recent Texas Education Agency accountability
ratings, 50 of Harmony’s 60 campuses earned an
“A” or “B” rating. All seven Harmony
districts across Texas also earned either an “A” or “B,”
each scoring 85 or higher, and all received an “A”
rating in TEA’s FIRST Financial Accountability system.
Additionally, 36 Harmony campuses earned four or
more TEA distinctions for Postsecondary Readiness,
Closing the Gaps, Academic Progress, and subject-specific 
excellence. Among individual campus highlights,
Harmony Science Academy-Midland earned a “B”
in its first-ever TEA rating since opening in 2024,
while Harmony Science Academy-Waco improved
from a “D” to a “B,” reflecting the strong progress
and dedication of our educators and students.

Building a Solid Foundation
Harmony Public Schools is proud to be a leader in STEM education. We are committed to providing 
students with the skills and knowledge they need to succeed in college, in the workforce and in life.  
To that end, we want to share with you some academic highlights from the past year.



Coding in Pre-K
At Harmony Public Schools, coding education begins as early 
as Pre-K, where students are introduced to block coding as 
part of the written curriculum. This foundational skill continues 
through second grade before students transition to text-based 
coding in third grade using CoffeeScript, and later advance to 
Python in fifth grade—the cornerstone language of modern 
programming. Block coding, developed by MIT scientists 
to make computer science accessible to all, allows 
young learners to create programs through drag-and-
drop commands that emphasize logic, structure, and 
problem-solving without the complexity of syntax. By 
starting early and progressing from visual to text-
based programming, Harmony helps students build 
a strong foundation in computational thinking and 
prepares them for the digital world ahead.

Harmony’s comprehensive STEM framework cultivates curiosity, critical 
thinking, and real-world problem solving from pre-K through high school. 
Through its STEM SOS model—a rigorous, interdisciplinary approach that 
blends project- and inquiry-based learning—students engage in hands-on 
experiences that build collaboration and creativity. Each year, campus
STEM competitions give students the opportunity to showcase their
innovation and passion for discovery.



Harmony offers more than 30 Industry-Based 
Certifications (IBCs) designed to equip students 
with the skills and credentials needed for both college and 
career success.

These certifications span a wide range of fields, including 
cybersecurity, program and software development, 
engineering, web development, biomedical sciences, 
business management, and more. 

In addition to these technical certifications, the system 
provides a robust coding curriculum, starting with 
block-based coding for Pre-K through 2nd grade and 
progressing to text-based coding for students in grades 
3-8. 

With test centers available at each high school, Harmony 
ensures that students have access to the resources they 
need to pursue and obtain these valuable certifications, 
giving them a head start in their academic and 
professional journeys.

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Literacy
Literacy learning is essential for K-12 students as it forms the foundation for 
all academic achievement and lifelong success. Reading, writing, speaking 
and critical thinking skills enable students to access and comprehend 
information across subjects, from literature to STEM fields. Strong 
literacy skills empower students to communicate effectively, solve 
problems and express creativity. In a fast-evolving, information-driven 
society, literacy equips students with the tools to adapt, innovate
and participate meaningfully in their communities, preparing them 
for future academic, career, and personal success.

Our commitment to student growth is evident in the progress 
made by our K-2 students in literacy throughout the 2024-25 
academic year. From the beginning of the year to the 
end, we observed a remarkable 8.1% increase in 
overall literacy achievement, with the percentage 
of students meeting or exceeding grade-level 
standards rising from 71% to 79.1%. This growth 
reflects not only the dedication of our educators but 
the impact of support systems and individualized 
learning opportunities designed to foster student 
success.

At HPS, we are proud to ensure that 100% 
of our students have continuous and 
reliable access to high-quality literacy 
software, empowering them to engage 
with and improve their literacy skills 
throughout the school year.

In terms of academic performance, 
we are excited to report that each 
of our grade levels in Kindergarten 
through 2nd grade consistently 
outperform state and 
national averages. More of 
our students are achieving 
literacy levels that meet 
or exceed grade-level 
expectations compared 
to their peers across 
both the state and the 
country.

Harmony Alumna Launches into NASA Career
When 11-year-old Elisa Rivera set her sights on NASA, her parents sought a school that could help 
her dream take flight. They chose Harmony Science Academy–El Paso for its strong academics, STEM 
focus and student-centered learning.

At Harmony, Elisa thrived. Surrounded by like-minded peers and supported by teachers like Ali Dal, she 
explored STEM clubs, leadership roles and project-based learning. Harmony’s culture of collaboration 
and innovation helped her build relationships — and a strong foundation for her future.

Harmony’s “STEM for All” model ensures that students from all backgrounds have access to STEM 
opportunities. Through project-based learning and partnerships with NASA, Project Lead The Way, and 
others, students engage in real-world experiences that prepare them for college and career.

After graduating, Elisa earned a bachelor’s degree in mechanical engineering from the University of 
Texas-El Paso and later a master’s degree in aerospace engineering from Purdue University. Along the 
way, she interned at NASA’s Goddard Space Flight Center through the competitive Pathways Internship 
Program, gaining hands-on experience while completing her studies.

Today, Elisa is an aerospace engineer working on NASA’s Artemis program — a mission to establish a 
lunar base and prepare for future exploration of Mars. She now shares her story at Harmony events, 
encouraging students to stay curious, work hard, and never lose sight of their goals.

“I still remember the first time I walked into a Harmony school,” Elisa said. “Even after all these years, it 
still feels like coming home.”

Elisa Rivera is living proof of Harmony’s mission in action — preparing every student for success in 
college, career and life.

Teachers Rewarded Through TIA Allotment
As one of the program’s early adopters, Over 1,200 Harmony teachers now 
qualify for this bonus- making it one of the most competitive compensation 
packages offered by any school system in Texas. With 42% of our teachers 
receiving this bonus. This investment reflects what we already know: 
Harmony has some of the best teachers in the state.

HEEP Tuition Support
The Harmony Employee Education Program provides financial support 
to eligible HPS employees through tuition assistance and assistance with 
tuition-related expenses incurred by employees striving to attain
teacher/leader certifications or Master’s degree.

Over the past five years, Harmony has supported 243 educators in earning 
their teacher certifications and 367 leaders in completing leadership 
programs, including Master’s degrees, principal certifications, and 
superintendent certifications—bringing the total to an impressive 610 
certifications and advanced qualifications.

Grow Your Own Teacher Program (GYOT)
Harmony’s Grow Your Own Teacher Program (GYOT) is an innovative 
fellowship developed to prepare future educators and leaders. The program 
provides a competitive financial opportunity – up to $20,000 in total for six 
years – for current HPS students and HPS graduates to pursue a bachelor’s 
degree that leads to teacher certification. Approximately 345 former 
students are now teaching full-time on HPS campuses.
