1. Pay the $40 entry fee. CASH only. 

 
2. Turn in the 2nd page of this CONTRACT with CASH entry fee AND online bio by January 9th.

3. Ticket Information: Floor-level seats (reserved seating) and upper-level seats (general seating) will 
be sold online and at the door.  Floor seats will be numbered, so buyers will be able to choose their 
specific seat/s online when purchasing tickets.  This allows everyone a fair chance at reserved seating and 
minimizes the chaos of finding/saving seats. There is a limit of 10 tickets per person. Lower-level seats are 
$12 each and upper-level seats are $10 each. Online tickets include a service fee of $1.60 for each 
individual ticket. This covers the cost of technology and credit card processing. Tickets will be sold online 
beginning February 16 (President’s Day) at 8:00 a.m. through GoFan.

Tickets will also be available for sale (CASH ONLY) at the door on February 21st, starting at 5:00 PM.       

 
4. Only one disciplinary action is allowed.  If it is a serious violation, this could disqualify you automatically. 

 
5. You must come to the rehearsal to compete. All contestants will rehearse during school hours. More 

information to follow. Once the date is announced, you are encouraged to bring your pageant shoes to 
rehearsal. Plan to wear tennis shoes to school that day to walk to the PAC. 

 
6. Female Contestants must wear an age-appropriate dress for this event. You must be dressed at the PAC 

between 3:30 and 4:45 the day of the pageant. Please plan appointments accordingly. 
 
7. Male Contestants are encouraged to wear a suit or a tuxedo. We suggest using Tuxedo Junction 

(Ridgeland or Flowood) for a basic tuxedo with your color choice of either a vest or bow tie. You must be 
fitted by January 12th! You will have to be at the PAC between 4:45 and 5:00 the day of the pageant.     	

 
*** Make sure that you read this portion carefully. 
Any disciplinary action taken from now until the date of the pageant may result in automatic 
disqualification – no exceptions.  No refunds will be given.  Only in the event of a family emergency or 
hospitalization will a refund be given, and only if prompt notification is given to Mrs. Wolfe 
mer112@madison-schools.com, or Dr. Trawick jtrawick@madison-schools.com.
