» Use quiet voices.
» Be polite.

Bathrooms

» Keep water in sink.
» Keep feet on floor.
¢ Wash hands afier use.

e Use quiet voices.
» Give people privacy.

e Flush toilet after use.
s Return to class
promptly.

Playground

s Play in a safe manner.

» Freeze when the bell
rings and walk to class
line when whistle is
blown.

« Balls will only be
kicked on the grass
areas.

» Use equipment as

designed (no hanging
on tetherballs, Kicking

volleyballs, basketballs,
or red rubber balls, efc.}

» Do not play around
in hallways

e Use friendly
language

e Invite others to play.

» Play fair.

o Stay where adult
supervision can see
you.

« Return equipment to
the ballroom.

» Phones may not be
in your possession
during recess.
