Action Steps 

1.​ Facilitate periodic presentations on achievement data and how the data is used by 
teachers and staff. 

2.​ Present an annual equity gap report, identifying trends in subgroup performance  and 
access to academic programs. 

3.​ Provide an annual report on extracurricular participation, retention trends, and student 
service information. 

4.​ Conduct at least two instructional walkthroughs in each building, collaborating with the 
Director of Teaching and Learning and the building administration to identify strengths 
and needs. 

5.​ Create remedial action plans where necessary/appropriate.

sources, and concerns for travel out of state/country. 
5.​ Summary of instructional walkthrough themes shared with the School Committee. 
6.​ Provide remedial action plans where necessary/appropriate.

3.​ Provide required documents to the MSBA according to the guidelines and timeline for 
each module in the process. 

4.​ Support the completion and implementation of/or required policy updates including the 
Athletic policy, updated Feoffees policy, and the sustainability and wellness policies.

3.​ Review and develop action plans in response to parent athletic surveys. 
4.​ Provide an annual safety update summarizing drills, collaborations with Police, Fire and 

Mental health agencies.

2.​ Updated Committee appointment list shared annually. 
3.​ Present action plans to the School Committee as appropriate.
