As you begin to plan for your 9th grade year at Parkland High School, use this document to guide you through the course selection guide. It is highly recommended 
that you fill in this document first before completing the online course registration. Doing so will make this process easier and faster for you and your parents. It will 
also ensure that you have selected all required courses. 

GENERAL ITEMS OF NOTE:
•	 Students must earn 24.25 credits by the end of 12th grade in order to receive a Parkland High School Diploma
•	 Students should request a minimum of 6.75 credits for 9th grade
•	 Use the course listing information within the Online Course Selection Guide to assist you with making your selections
•	 8.5 credits are required in electives in grades 9 – 12 distributed as follows:  1.0 Tech Credit Applications, 3.0 credits in Arts & Humanities, .5 credit in Personal Finance/

Independent Living and 4.0 credits in open choice electives
•	 Certain courses may count as a required course or an elective but may not count as both. (For example - Physics.)

credits available for each elective course as these vary (.25 – 1.0 credit per elective).
