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RELATIONS WITH COMMUNITY ORGANIZATIONS

The School Board believes that the public schools have the primary responsibility for the
formal education of the children and youth of the community. However, the Board
recognizes that many governmental agencies and community organizations, while not

primarily concerned with education, play a definite role in education.

Therefore, it will be the desire of the Board to establish positive working relationships with
all other public and private organizations which contribute to the education process and to

the general welfare of the citizens of the community.

Distribution of Notices:

a. It is clearly stated on the notice that the function being advertised is not a

school-sponsored activity when that is the case.

b. All preparation of notices has been completed by the sending agency.

c. The classroom management of such notices does not place an unreasonable

administrative burden on school personnel.

d. The approval of the Superintendent has been obtained.
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
