


UC Santa Cruz & Vallemar School Fog Harvesting Experiential Research Project- Pacifica
schools integrate STEAM through project-based learning with strong community and parent
involvement. Vallemar students participate in the UC Santa Cruz FogNet Project, engaging in
hands-on environmental science, conservation, and experiential learning such as harvesting water
from fog. What is Fog Harvesting? “FogNet is a research program that was developed to
determine whether fog water harvesting has the potential to provide the coastal community with
a viable and reliable water source. The initial research revealed that Pacifica, CA, is a productive
fog harvesting region. “FogNet is getting the community engaged in fog water harvesting, which

Principal Vuskovic from Vallemar Elementary School in Pacifica shared:

A family donated the soil, and another donated the milkweed seed. Some older and younger
students planted them together, and we are patiently waiting for some sprouts. The biggest
benefit will be that our students can use the garden space for science lessons and SEL activities.
We hope that, in the future, the milkweed will attract butterflies during our 1st-grade butterfly
unit. Our partnership with UC Santa Cruz is pretty simple. I upload photos to UC Santa Cruz
with any updates I have on the fog catcher.

This collaboration provides students with meaningful and unique opportunities in
groundbreaking science, environmental stewardship, and social-emotional learning while
fostering authentic collaboration. It reflects the district’s broader commitment to conservation,
sustainability, and experiential education.

A UC Santa Cruz undergraduate participant, Naomi Prince, remarked, “Working with FogNet
and the City of Pacifica has been such a rewarding experience because we are witnessing new
technological innovation. From its first steps to a point where fog harvesting could help
California through droughts, this project could really make an impact.”

Pacifica schools emphasize environmental science, ocean safety & stewardship, critical thinking,
and collaboration. This project goes far beyond a Garden Program. It’s ground-breaking,
experiential, research-based, collaborative, and a truly unique experience for students of PSD.



Innovative Ocean Education & Awareness- Pacifica and other coastal towns aren't immune to
ocean rescues and drownings related to unpredictable ocean conditions. On November 14th,
2025, a 5-year-old and her father drowned in Monterey County. Often, tourists are unaware of
the risks of swimming at certain beaches. Recently, the IBL leadership class was featured on the
local news promoting their Pacifica Ocean Safety Project, designed to increase public safety for
our community members and visitors. The project is student-driven and led by leadership class
teacher Kate Sosnowski. The IBL class demonstrates hands-on learning, project-based learning,
environmental awareness, collaboration with other students, and educating community members.
The students will be educating other students in the school district at assemblies that show the
importance of respecting the ocean and knowing its conditions. Students are making a difference
in our community, which may save lives. The following is from the students' GoFundMe Page -

“We’re the 7th-grade Leadership class at Ingrid B. Lacy Middle School in Pacifica, CA, and

we 've noticed something important: many locals and visitors aren't aware of key ocean-safety
tips. To fix that, we created an easy-to-use, informative beach-safety map packed with tips to help
everyone enjoy the ocean safely. We plan to share it with local students, small businesses, hotels,
the police and fire departments, and the Pacifica City Council. To bring our project to life, we're
raising funds to cover printing costs for the map and interactive materials we’ll share in schools
and around town. Every dollar helps us spread awareness and protect our beautiful coastline.

District’s closest collaboration partner, PEF, provides STEAM education to Pacifica students
with an equity lens. Students receive music, art, poetry, engineering, and hands-on STEAM
programming for all students. Current programs include;

e Science from Scientists — a hands-on STEAM and Engineering program for all 6th
graders at IBL and Cabrillo. PEF Visits a Sci-Sci Class.

e Middle School Band Program — PEF funds instruments, sheet music, and field trips at
both IBL and Cabrillo_Performance in Santa Cruz. 2025.
Elementary Music Program for all TK—5 students (PEF funds the teacher and supplies).
Stage Performance + Rhythmic Culture (SPARC) Poetry — a 26-week residency for all
5th graders, fully funded by PEF.

Considerations to Deny Charter

Transportation Barrier for Socio-economically Disadvantaged & Other groups- The
Oceanlight petition recognizes the need for additional locations to better serve underrepresented
groups and communities. However, the charter falls short of providing a more accessible
location for all counties. Expecting socio-economically disadvantaged children and their families
to travel to Pacifica may be unrealistic and unsustainable. This is a serious barrier for those
without the means to own a car, or even more concerning, a young child who can’t navigate
public transportation alone. As an example, below are travel times for students on public
transportation according to SAMTRANS;

Details used were to leave specific school(s), mentioned in the petition, to arrive around 8:00 am
at 411 Oceana Blvd, Pacifica, CA, 94044 using Trip Planner via SAMTRANS. Times provided
are all the ranges available.

e Martin School to Pacifica District Office- 46 to 55 minutes each way, walking & 2 buses
each way.

e Spruce Elementary to Pacifica District Office- 5Iminutes to 1 hr. 20 mins each way,
walking & 1-2 buses each way.

e Parkway Heights to Pacifica District Office- 1 hr. 5 minutes- to 1hr. 17 minutes each way,
walking, and 2-3 buses each way.

e JFK to Pacifica School District Office- 48 minutes to 1 hr. 16 minutes each way, walking,
and 2 buses each way.

e Parkside Intermediate School to Pacifica School District- 1 hr. 15 minutes to 1 hr. 33
minutes each way, walking, and 2-3 buses each way.

e Bayshore Elementary School to Pacifica School District Office-1 hr. 3 minutes to 1 hour.
15 minutes each way, walking, and 2-3 buses each way.

e Lipman Middle School to Pacifica School District Office- 47 minutes to 1 hour. 45
minutes each way, walking, and 2 buses.

Equitable Access & Proposed Location- Under California Education Code 47605(a)(2),
47605(b)(1), 47605(b)(5)(A), and 220, a charter school petition must show that the school will
provide fair access and opportunities for all students. This includes students with disabilities,
English learners, foster youth, and students from low-income families. The proposed location is
hard to reach without a car, creating a major barrier for families who rely on public
transportation. As required by Education Code 47605(b)(5)(A), a charter school must explain
how it will serve a student population that reflects the wider community, including low-income
families. Although being near the ocean may provide unique learning experiences, a school’s
location cannot be approved just because of its surroundings if that site limits access for many
students. The petition falls where equity & access are addressed.

Dear San Mateo County Board of Education,

This email is for Agenda Item F: Discuss/Act on Oceanlight School Countywide Benefit Charter, that is before
your approval for today, December 17, 2025.

We are residents of Daly City for 20+ years and very proud parents of two children, one who graduated from
Franklin D. Roosevelt (FDR) TK—8 School in 2024, and currently is a 10th grader at Westmoor High School,
and our youngest, a current 3rd grader at FDR. We have seen FDR thrive since the transition from an
elementary school to a full K-8 school, and now with an addition of a transitional kindergarten. With dedicated
leadership, staff, and PTA, FDR is a shining star to the students that are being served and taught.

As a parents of an elementary school student at Franklin D. Roosevelt (FDR) TK-8 School, we strongly urge
you to oppose the petition for Oceanlight Charter School. The opening of a charter school in our
neighborhood would directly and negatively impact our school and the broader Daly City community by
drawing resources away from where our children are already thriving.

Oceanlight’s petition and presentation made unfair and inaccurate comparisons between their proposed school
and FDR. FDR TK-8 is a unique and treasured school that already embodies many of the qualities the charter
petition claims to offer.

Academics: Our school offers student-centered, hands-on, project-based learning in English Language Arts,
Math, Science, and Social Studies. Teachers develop lessons that are accessible and engaging for every type of
learner. All students have individual devices in the classroom to develop necessary skills and digital literacy
for this era.

Arts & Outdoors: Our school has a strong commitment to arts, outdoor learning, and enrichment. If you visit
our campus, you will see we have a spacious school garden and labyrinth, which our classrooms wrap around.
FDR students have two signature overnight experiences - Outdoor Education for 5th graders and Yosemite for
8th graders, which serve as unforgettable learning opportunities. We have a performing arts program for all
TK-2 students and an after-school performing arts program for students in grades 3-8. We have a dedicated art
teacher who guides students in creating expressive projects. In addition, FDR has a free after-school program
that serves approximately 40% of our students every day, giving them access to academic support, enrichment,
and recreation.

Family Engagement: FDR supports family engagement with STEM Nights, classroom volunteer
opportunities, and a full-time counselor who gets to know the unique needs of students and families. All
teachers work closely with parents to ensure the success of each child. We also have a robust PTA of over 70
members that actively supports our school’s enrichment programs for students and hosts events to create
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stronger connections between families.

Diversity, Belonging, Inclusion: Approximately 25% of our students receive special education services,
supported by three Special Day Classrooms. Our student population reflects a rich blend of cultures and
backgrounds, with 31.2% Hispanic, 28.3% Filipino, 20.2% Asian students. 45% of our students are
socioeconomically disadvantaged. Every schoolwide event and activity is intentionally inclusive of all
students, because understanding diversity and practicing inclusion prepare our children to be compassionate,
empathetic, and engaged global citizens.

As a parent in the community that Oceanlight purports to serve, I ask you to stand with us in protecting our
beloved, vibrant neighborhood public schools in Daly City. I urge you to vote to deny the Oceanlight
Charter petition.

Here is the petition they signed:

We are parents, grandparents, guardians, educators, school staff, taxpayers and voters in San
Mateo County and we are asking you to deny the Oceanlight countywide charter school
petition. All San Mateo County students deserve high quality neighborhood schools, no matter
which school district they attend. When we invest in resources, supports, and opportunities for
our students, they will thrive.

The San Mateo County Board should reject the Oceanlight charter petition to open a new
privately-operated K-8 school because:

« Approval of this petition will have significant community and fiscal impacts on Pacifica
students - causing cuts to staffing, programs and services that students deserve, and even
potentially leading to additional school consolidations and closures. It will also have a
significant impact on other northern San Mateo County districts like Jefferson, South San
Francisco, Brisbane and Bay Shore, which are already experiencing significant enroliment
declines.

« Approving the charter petition would speed up Pacifica's decline into financial distress by
undermining actions taken to stabilize district finances, impacting the education of over 2000
children.

« Public school enroliment in San Mateo County has dropped by almost 10,000 students in the
past 5 years and this trend will continue. Opening additional schools is the last thing we need.
Approving this petition could destabilize the finances of muitiple San Mateo County districts,
especially in the face of an increasingly uncertain federal funding landscape.

* The petition does not legally qualify as a countywide charter school. The petition is clear that
they plan to enroll mostly students from Pacifica School District. This petition should have
come to the districts where the school intends to operate.

+ Oceanlight claims to promote equity for all students throughout the northern half of the
County, but they give admission priority to the children and grandchildren of staff, board
members, the founding team, the people who signed their petition and to siblings of all of
those children. This group will have YEARS of preferential treatment at the school.

* The petition drastically misrepresents the academic performance of local school districts
including Pacifica to attempt to make the case for the need for the school.

What Northern San Mateo County students need and deserve is for our districts and
educators to keep working hard to make ALL our schools strong, not undermine them by
opening a new school. We call upon the San Mateo County Board to reject the Oceanlight

Charter petition.

We have more than 150 years of data that shows there is no way to address inequity in our school
systems without directly funding the schools that have the highest need. This proposal is the exact
opposite of that: diverting funds from struggling schools to shiny new charter schools that have limited
accountability for their spending, demonstrably weak curriculum designed to bolster the corporations
sponsoring it, astronomically high staff turnover (average teacher retention is under two years!), and
absolutely no guarantee that they will continue to be supported by the corporations or "non-profits"
who can get up and walk away at any time, leaving the district in financial ruin and thousands of
children negatively impacted (just look at what has happened in the wake of the Zuckerberg charter
schools shuttering less than a decade after they opened). Under no circumstances can we afford
another charter school disaster in the Bay Area.
