GUEST TICKET PURCHASE (Limit 1 per BHS Student)

Guests must be under the age of 21 and at least in ninth grade. To purchase a ticket for a non-BHS student, you will need a completed
guest permission slip (back of this sheet) and permission from guest's school administration with a business card attached (if outside of

Tustin Unified). For guests out of high school, they must meet with a BHS administrator for approval, unless they are BHS graduates.

Both tickets must be purchased at the same time and check in to the dance together. A copy of your
quest’s ID is required to buy a ticket. Non-BHS guest DOES NOT need to be present to purchase tickets. Any

tickets not purchased together will be subject to the current price when the non-BHS ticket is added and will only be done
after school.

1. GENERAL DANCE RULES

**Strobe lighting may be in effect at this dance**

NO gum, mints, mouthwash, perfumes, lotions, etc. may be brought into the dance

Guests must show a current high school ID to enter the dance.

Guests not in high school must present a valid ID with their age on it.

Students will not be admitted into the dance after 8:00 p.m.

Parents will be notified if a student buys a ticket but does not check in to the dance, or if a student chooses to leave prior to 8:30 p.m.
Students who leave the dance for any reason will not be readmitted.

BHS students are responsible for the behavior of their guests.

Students must vacate the facility NO LATER THAN 10:15 p.m.

Students still at venue @ 10:20 p.m. will lose their dance privileges for the next dance.

2. DANCE CONDUCT
The current style of dancing includes male to female front to back movement. While this may be acceptable in a club-like setting, the
Beckman High School ASB has decided this is not acceptable for high school students in a formal setting. Front to back dancing is
allowed as long as: Girls do not bend over, put hands on their thighs or raise their dresses in any way, and boys remain a respectful
distance from the girls and do not put their hands on the girl's hips. The BHS wristband policy will be in effect. Students receive
one warning for inappropriate dancing and lose their wristband; for a second offense they are removed from the dance and a
parent is called.
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3. DRESS CODE: FORMAL




Dress pants, dress shirt and tie and jacket, dress skirt, or formal dress. Dresses must be appropriate length and coverage.
All shoes must be clean and dressy. No flip-flops. Shoes worn to the dance must have straps on the back and be worn all
evening. No changing shoes or bare feet. Students dressed inappropriately will not be admitted and will be asked to
go home and change. Please check prior to the dance if you have any concerns about appropriate dance attire.

4. BEHAVIOR
Possession and/or use of tobacco, alcohol and controlled substances are prohibited.
Any student (or guest) arriving at the event under the influence of (or in possession of) an illegal substance will not be admitted. In
addition to alerting local law enforcement, you will be called to pick up your child from the dance. If you cannot be reached, the
incident will be referred to the local police department. Upon the judgment of the chaperones and administration, BHS reserves
the right to conduct a breathalyzer test; the test will be administered by persons certified to do so.
