❖ 7TH HOUR: 7th Hour meets after the typical school day. Marching Band and Color Guard meet from 4:00pm-6:00pm and 

students earn school credit. Freshmen still must enroll in class periods 1-6, in addition to Marching Band or Color Guard. 

❖ DUAL ENROLLMENT: If you plan to sign up for Dual Enrollment (DE) for any of your courses, please use the QR code  

                  and indicate which subject areas. Not all courses offer DE options; it depends on course description, teacher 

                  qualifications, and our partnerships with Chandler-Gilbert Community College & University of Arizona. If you select DE, 

                  but do not enroll and pay with the college, there is the possibility that you could be moved into another section or 

                  teacher’s class to make sure that all enrolled DE students have the opportunity for DE credit.   

❖ The master schedule and hiring decisions are based on student requests made during student registration. All schedule 

change requests must be made prior to Thursday, April 2nd. Please consider your course selection very carefully, as we 

will be unable to accommodate schedule change requests after that date.  

 

Elective Course Selection: Junior students typically have 2 class periods each semester for elective courses. Use the attached 

spreadsheet to choose your elective course preferences. Include all four Alternate Options as well. If you do not get your top 

selections, you will be placed in your alternates. If you do not include alternate options below, you will be placed in open 

classes without consultation.

Registration Information and Reminders:  

❖ No schedule change requests will be accepted after April 2, 2026.  

❖ The only schedule changes that will be considered when students start school in July for the 2026-27 school year are below. 

Those changes will be made in the first 10 school days.  

o A gap or missing class (i.e. no 3rd hour) 

o Double booked class periods (i.e. scheduled for Algebra 1 and Biology, both in 4th hour) 

o You took and passed or failed a class in summer school, which necessitates a course change 

o A course requires a pre-requisite that a student has not met 

o Seniors only: Need a course for graduation requirements 

o Changes are not made for lunch period, teacher changes, or to be in a class with peers 

❖ Courses dropped after the 20th day of school may result in a W/F on the transcript  

❖ Students are not allowed to remain on campus during class periods designated for COA; we do not have a study hall or place 

to hang out during that time 

❖ Dual Enrollment courses are never guaranteed, and placement is based on available seats. If you select DE on the 

registration form but do not actually enroll, your schedule may change to make room for students that enroll and pay for DE 

❖ Students must spend at least half of the day at ACPHS to maintain an ACPHS student primary enrollment line
