•	 Cumulative unweighted academic GPA of 3.70 or higher with an A average in English coursework
•	 Completed a minimum of 1.5 credits in Crean Lutheran High School honors level English courses
•	 Students should demonstrate leadership, responsibility, respect, trustworthiness, and citizenship
•	 No incidence of academic dishonesty
•	 Complete the National English Honor Society Application Renewal Form by the deadline

•	 Attendance at all NEHS meetings that occur each semester
•	 Cumulative unweighted academic GPA of 3.70 or higher with an A average in the English course
•	 Two semesters of English
•	 15 Hours of documented English Related Service per year

•	 Must have proof (contact information) of service
•	 Ex. Participation in writing center (contact Natalie Lyons)
•	 Peer tutoring

•	 Must maintain at least an A- in the current English course each semester
•	 Lead by example on campus by following the outlined behavior expectations in the 

student handbook (e.g. uniforms, attendance, Christ-like behavior)
