VICA - Vocational Industrial Clubs of
America - is a job experience program de-
signed to prepare students for certain ca-
reers. Here at Timberline, there are two
VICA chapters: automotive repair, instruct-
ed by Mel Parse, and Health Occupations,
taught by Mrs. Kraus, a registered nurse.
These programs teach students practical
skills applicable in both future vocations and
in daily life.
