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Exploring | Chidhood
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The Exploring Childhood Program began 3 years
ago. The Program is a Vocational, Home and Family
Life Program which provides opportunities for high
school students to work with young children while
learning about child development. The Program gives
young adults responsible roles working with young chil-
dren, along with skills and competencies to perform
these roles. The skills learned in the child development
class are used to enrich the curriculum for young chil-
dren.

Twice a week, for an hour, an older high school
student works directly with a younger kindergarten
child on specific areas prescribed by the kindergarten
teacher. The high school students are taught the skills
necessary to carry out the prescribed task with the
child.

The needs of young children are many. but the task
is even greater when multiplying the needs of the
individual child by the number of children in the class-
room. In the Exploring Childhood Program, both the
older and younger benefit. The older has the chance
to see that working with children is a rewarding and
challenging role. The older also gains basic information
about child development, human interactions, and
the effect of society on the conditions of child rearing.
The child benefits by having regular and consistent
attention from an older person. They also have an
increased awareness of their own importance.

The Exploring Childhood Program has been a great
success in years past and it appears that the program
will keep progressing in the future.
