Learning Opportunities/Strategies:
General Instructional Strategies for

Communicative-based Language Classrooms

Maximize the use of the target language
with most instructions, directions, and
explanations given in the target language if
possible, based on terms of relevance,
learning styles, and abilities.

Repeat previously-learned material
through activities, readings, songs, and
games.

Establish a consistent routine and
structure.

Use repetitive language within your
routine.

Use real objects, gestures, pictures, and
other visuals to convey meaning.

Focus on language that is concerned with
functional situations and authentic
utterances

Do not always insist on complete
sentences, but mirror natural speech
patterns.

Teach vocabulary in context, including all
kinds of idioms and phrases.

Use paired activities and small-group
learning.

Use technology

Use a variety of print and nonprint
materials.

Strive to develop cultural awareness using
authentic cultural realia as a springboard
for communication in the language.
Emphasize acceptable communication,
rather than near-native pronunciation.
Ensure a match between the learner and
the language in terms of relevance and
learning style.
