Hilltop @ FUMC New PickUp Patrol Option Beginning January 12, 2026: Now that we are settled into our
temporary space, we're excited to offer a new dismissal option in PickUp Patrol for families of students who
walk or bike home. Families may now choose between:

e Walker/Bike Rider: Parent Pick Up (a designated adult meets child at bike rack)
e Walker/Bike Rider: Independent (child is released to go home without an adult)

If you wish to change your child’s dismissal option, please log in to PickUp Patrol and make the update.

Hilltop Bus Rider Update:

We are also updating PickUp Patrol to list each child’s specific bus number. This helps ensure smooth and
accurate dismissal, especially when substitute staff are assisting. Families of bus riders do not need to take
any action—the office is making these updates. Once assigned, you will receive an email notification from
PickUp Patrol.Thank you for partnering with us to keep dismissal safe and efficient!

Morning Arrival Time: Just a reminder that our tardy bell rings at 8:35 am in all of our buildings. Please be
sure your child is in the building before the bell rings so we can all start our day together.

Devices at School: As we return from winter break, we recognize that many students may have received new
devices, such as phones, e-readers, watches, or smartwatches, as holiday gifts. We want to remind families
that students are not permitted to use devices of any kind during the school day - including those devices that
are in “airplane mode” or “school mode.” All devices, including watches, must remain turned off and stored in
students’ backpacks while at school.
