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We are excited to share exciting news about school breakfast and lunches for the 2025-2026 school year. All
CTC students will receive breakfast and lunch at no cost this school year! This is made possible through
participation in the Community Eligibility Provision (CEP) program, a federal option available through the
National School Lunch and Breakfast Programs.

About Community Eligibility Provision

Schools qualifying to operate the CEP provide breakfast and lunch to all children at no charge and eliminate the
collection of meal applications for free, reduced-price, and paid student meals. All items other than a qualifying
meal must be paid for in cash or PaySchools account funds. This new approach reduces burdens for both
families and school administrators and helps ensure that students receive nutritious meals.

What Is Included?

Breakfast must contain a serving of fruit and/or vegetables and 2 servings of grain, meat/meat alternative
and/or a serving of fluid milk. Lunch includes 1 entree, up to 2 fruit sides, up to 2 vegetable sides, and 1 milk
choice. To be considered a full meal, lunch must include a fruit, vegetable, or juice.

Students may decline food groups as long as there is at least 1/2 cup of fruit or vegetable plus 2 other food
groups on the tray. For the same price, students may select 3, 4, or all 5 food groups for a complete meal!

Can Students Purchase Extras?
Our standard meals cover the basics—but students may purchase:
« Extra beverages (juice, bottled water, milk)
« Additional servings of fruit or vegetables
« A la carte snacks, treats, or seconds
To accommodate these extras, please consider adding funds to your student’s PaySchools account. That allows
them to purchase optional items beyond the standard meal.

Do | Need to Complete the Free/Reduced Meal Application?
You do not need to complete a Free/Reduced Meal Application. All CTC students will be able to participate in
these meal programs.

How Do | Get School Fees Waived?

In the past, a student’s Free/Reduced Lunch status was used to determine eligibility for school fee waivers.
Since all students now receive free meals, that form is no longer required. To be considered for a school fee
waiver, families must complete the Ohio Household Income Survey and the Information Sharing Permission
Form. Additional details on the Fee Assistance Program is available at SCCTC.org/Fees.

Free Health Care Notice

Families with children eligible for school meals may be eligible for FREE health care coverage through Medicaid
and/or Ohio’s Healthy Start &amp; Healthy Families programs. These programs include coverage for doctor
visits, immunizations, physicals, prescriptions, dental, vision, mental health, substance abuse and more. Please
call 1-800-324-8680 for more information or to request an application.
