B). The comments next to each course indicate the names of the second and third level courses
within the pathway.
2. Select Both Semesters: Be sure to add both the A and B versions of any course into your academic
planner. This will ensure you are scheduled for the full year, as both semesters are required for
successful completion.
3. Add Electives Carefully: This applies not only to pathway courses but to any elective courses that
are not part of a CTE Pathway.
4. Choose 3 Alternate Courses: Select three alternate courses as backup options. This is essential

because:
o Some courses may not be offered if there aren’t enough student requests.
o A course might not be available due to staffing constraints.
o A class could reach its maximum capacity.

Following these steps will help ensure that you have a complete schedule with your preferred
electives or suitable alternatives.
