Dear Parent/Guardian/Family Member:

The Bradford County School District is committed to providing you information regarding the qualifications of
any teacher or paraprofessional that works with your child.

In compliance with the requirement of the Every Student Succeeds Act (ESSA), this letter serves as notification
that you have the right to request information about the professional qualifications of any teacher or
paraprofessional that works with your child.

You have the right to request the following information which will be provided to you in a timely manner:

o Whether the teacher has met the state licensing criteria for the grade levels and subject areas in which
the teacher provides instruction;

o Whether the teacher is teaching under emergency or other provisional status through which state
qualifications of licensing criteria have been waived;

o The baccalaureate degree major of the teacher and any other graduate certification or degree held by
the teacher, and the field of discipline of the certification or degree;

o Whether your child is provided services by paraprofessionals, and, if so, their qualifications.

In addition, parents/guardians/family members have the right and responsibility to be involved in your child's
school and provide input on the plans and policies of your child's school. We encourage all family members to
attend and participate in School Advisory Council I Title 1 Meetings and attend family engagement events at the
school and district sites.

The Spring 2025 student score reports for Statewide Assessment were posted in the FOCUS portal. Your child’s
individual report is also posted to the statewide Family Portal which can be accessed on your FOCUS Parent
Portal. If you have any questions regarding your child's test results, please contact your child's teacher or school
principal.
