A guide for parents and students
What is the Enriched Pathway?

All students who graduate from Mulgrave will receive the 
BC Dogwood Diploma - an internationally recognised 
credential in its own right - as well as either the IB 
Diploma or a selection of IB Course Certificates. While the 
IB Diploma is an impressive academic achievement, the 
demands of the programme are not the right fit for every 
student. At Mulgrave, the majority of Grade 11 and 12 
classes offered are two-year IB courses, in which all 
students complete the same externally assessed 
coursework and relevant cumulative examinations in May 
of their graduating year. However, select BC Provincial 
curriculum courses are available in certain subject areas, 
and a significant number of students every year will opt 
for a more personalised combination of IB Course 
Certificates and Provincial courses en route to graduation.

Why do students choose the EP? 
Students pursue the EP for a wide variety of 
reasons: we have athletes, actors, and artists 
with outside commitments who value the time 
release the EP can provide, and we also have 
students who simply want a focussed set of 
courses that align more closely with their 
interests. Our belief is that personalisation is 
very much aligned with the future of 
education, and the Enriched Pathway places 
personalisation at the heart of course selection 
and post-secondary preparation.

The Enriched Pathway (EP) refers to a graduation pathway in which students take advantage of the 
amazing classes and resources available in the Senior School, without being bound by the strict 
parameters of the IB Diploma Programme (DP). 

The EP Road to Graduation 

When students choose not to pursue the full IB Diploma, they have much more flexibility to develop a more 
customised academic course load. Some of the benefits that students point to when it comes to choosing the 
Enriched Pathway include:

• More flexibility in course scheduling, resulting in more time release 
• The option to take fewer courses than in the DP*.
• The option to take any combination of courses at HL or SL 
• Options to take BC Provincial courses in-person or online to meet graduation and/or university requirements 
• More flexibility to achieve a healthy balance between academic commitments and personal passions 

*a minimum of four in-person classes are required to qualify as a full-time student at Mulgrave

Notes on Requirements:
TOK and Extended Essay: TOK 11 is a required course. Students on the EP have the option of completing a full IB Extended Essay or not. 

CAS: All students at Mulgrave must meet the IB's Creativity, Activity, Service (CAS) expectations over the course of two years. 
Completion of CAS is a graduation requirement.
