Official Statement 

Yesterday, January 14, 2026, the Smyrna High School 
administration was alerted to a potential Code of Conduct violation. 

While investigating the report, a knife was found in a student’s 
possession and confiscated.  

In a separate, unrelated incident, a knife was found and 
confiscated from another student in a classroom. Families of students 

directly impacted by this event were notified. 

The safety and security of all students and staff is our top 
priority. The Smyrna High School administration worked in 

partnership with local law enforcement, who responded and 
investigated both incidents. Those involved are subject to legal and 

school-based consequences as outlined in the Smyrna School District 
Code of Conduct.  

Publication of this information was pending the closure of the 
investigations.
