 Morning Drop-Off 

The drop-off window is 7:40-7:50. Parents who 

have been dropping off in the morning have 

been doing a great job of helping us keep the 

traffic in the neighborhood to a minimum and 

getting the car line completed quickly.

 Tardy Times 

Arrival Time on a regular school day is 7:40-7:50. 

Arrival time after 7:50 is considered tardy and a 

parent must sign the student in at the main 

office. All tardies require a parent to sign the 

student in at the attendance office. 

Jackets and Sweatshirts 

As the weather starts to turn cooler, we 

wanted to remind families of what is 

acceptable outerwear for our students. We 

want students to be comfortable and to stay 

warm, but we also want to ensure that 

students are following the district’s dress 

code. 

 Sweatshirts or pullovers must be either 

white or navy blue. If it is not a JBM 

sweatshirt, then any logos shouldn’t be larger 

that 3 inches by 3 inches (about the size of 

the palm of your hand). 

 Jackets that open up in the front (zipper or 

button) can be any color, but should be 

unzipped when on campus. 

 No hoods are allowed. Jackets, sweatshirts, 

pullovers, etc. cannot have hoods on them. 

 Students can wear a ski cap on campus, 

but they should be removed once they are 

inside.
