when the student submits grades and invoice to the DCELEA Scholarship Board, OR Funds will be paid 

directly to the student upon proof of enrollment and a copy of tuition invoice marked “paid”.

3. High School Transcript if a first-year student or a current college or university transcript. 

4. Essay regarding your interest in pursuing further education in criminal justice (separate sheet, limit 2 

pages, and double spaced) 

5. A personal or academic letter of recommendation
