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The story you are about to read is true. The names have 

not been changed to protect the guilty.

It was Saturday, May 29, 1969, when we, the smartest 
detectives on the force, were assigned to a new case 
which we called, ’’The Case of the Stolen Diploma.

It all began in Chief Richard Lowrie’s office when he 
received a long distance call from Benita Hatfield, Secre­
tary of the world’s famous attorney, Oscar Ellison, saying 
that he had lost his diploma and desperately needed it. 
She had said that Ellison would arrive at 3:15 that after­
noon by plane, and would like for us to have a lead on the 
whereabouts of his diploma at that time. So we started our 
search.

10:27 A. M. First stop, Booker T. Washington High School 
where we had a conference with Principal Joseph Arrington 
and learned that there was no evidence leading to the 
missing diploma.

Martin, Willie Barnett, Beverly Hamm, Counselor Carolyn 
Daniels, and Alice Idlett, the latter of whom had been 
nominated the most outstanding music teacher of the year. 
We gained no information and so we left.

1:55 P. M. We stopped for lunch at the Crystal Lounge 
owned by the inseparable two, Margaret Kennedy and 
Sylvia Fields, from which Lula Murray’s fabulous D. J. 
Show was being televised on a national hook-up. Lula 
Bell’s guest for the day was Rodriquez Lyles, who was 
elected the "Bobby Soxer’s Special” for 1969. As wait­
ress Carolyn Jones took our orders, the barbers from 
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Carl Fouch’s Barber Shop—Norris Gresham, Roosevelt 
Hardnett, Thomas Cooks and Paul Berrien, who had formed 
a barber shop quartet came in singing the latest pep tune. 
As Betty Porter was bringing an order to our table, she 
accidentally tripped over chef cook Willie Gordon’s foot 
and dropped her tray on Power’s models Axuel Geer, 
Dorothy Allen, Ruth Burney, Mildred Miller and Peggy 
Jones’ beautiful creations by Cora Ivory, Thomas Ward, 
and Bettye Lee Wilborn. At this we got disgusted and left.

2:45 P. M. We started for the airport, dreading to tell 
Ellison that we had no lead on his missing diploma, so 
far. We picked up an Atlanta Journal edited by Roland 
Render, and aside from reading Alyce Jones’ "Town 
Talk,” noticed that Shirley Yarbrough had been named 
"Woman of the Year” because of her outstanding leader­
ship. Under her name was Pauline Drake, who had been 
chosen "Mother of the Year.” We also glanced at the 
society page where we read that Ruth Zachary was about 
to take on her fifth husband who, incidentally, was a multi- 
millionaire.

3:31 P. M. We entered the airport just in time to see the 
plane landing. As we watched for Ellison, we saw Betty 
Walton and Shirley Bartlett, stewardesses; Carlos Donald 
and Clifford Robinson, pilots, shaking hands with the 
passengers. Among the passengers leaving the plane were 
Congressmen Moses Lee, Charles Martin, Nathaniel Ricks, 
and Emory Everett. Also seen were Anna Bell, Secretary 
of Foreign Affairs; Annell Sinson, Secretary of State; and 
Gail Kendrick, noted child psychologist, returning from 
an extended tour in Europe. But Ellison never appeared.

We soon left and returned to headquarters. The chief 
told us that Ellison’s plane had been delayed and would 
not arrive in Atlanta until 9:45 P. M. and that Ellison 
would meet us at 10:00 at Parham’s Paradise.



4:30 P. M. We stopped at the Hall of Fame where we 
heard that a painting of Patricia Ann Lockhart Thrasher, 
internationally famous educator, was being unveiled. 
Among the people at the unveiling were John Pace, Candi­
date for Mayor; Clifford Jones, world famous artist and 
painter of Patricia Lockhart s portrait; Julia Andrews, 
another world famous artist; Edgar Blalock, auto racer, 
who had just won first place on the Indianoplis Speedway, 
and movie stars Sarah Harrison, Joyce Harrison and Bar­
bara Fisher. The famous orator, Allen Bussey, delivered 
the speech.

5:30 P- M. We left the unveiling wondering just how we 
could kill time until 10:00 P. M. We certainly could not 
look for the diploma until we talked to Ellison.

The hat check girls, Gloria Lockett and Delores Kimble, 
checked our coats and then the head waiter, James Virden, 
escorted us to a table. We were seated just in time to see 
the spot light thrown on Lillian Lockett, who had just 
arrived from Paris wearing one of her million dollar mink 
coats. The spot light was then cast on the "emcee” Willie 
Felton, who introduced Thaddeus Johnson’s Band featuring 
James Finley, an outstanding trombone player, and Carrie 
Ross, the featured vocalist. They received so much ap­
plause that we looked around at the many people. Among 
those sitting at the various tables were the owner and his 
wife, Johnny Parham and Ann Cox. Among the married 
couples were Janice Minor and Willie Finley, who is head 
of the Physical Education Department of Morris Brown 
College; Ralph Harrell, the President of Morris Brown 
College, and his wife, Mildred Ware; Alice Jones and her 
husband, Oscar Anderson, President of Morehouse College, 
and Milton White, President of Clark College, seated at 
their tables.

The cigarette girls, Jacquelyn Burke, Jacquelyn Jones, 
Betty Lynch, Louise Sager, Florence Chatman and Martha 
Momons were very beautifully dressed and were receiving 
many admirable glances from the Pro Football and Basket­
ball Players that were being honored.

Ellison reconized the paper 
for what it was, gasped with surprise and shouted, "My 
Diploma!!” We, the smartest detectives, learned that 
Ellison had on his graduation suit for the first time since 
graduation night.

12:00 A. M. We called the chief and revealed the facts. 
The case was dismissed as another job well done.
