the estate. The Tuckers bred and raised Percheron horses
— gray or black draft horses known for their strength and
intelligence — and Guernsey cattle. Guernseys are brown
and white, and the cows yield richer milk than the black

and white Holsteins we normally see. Holsteins, however,
generally produce more milk, making them more
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commercially viable. The dairy barns and horse barn still

stand, as do the stone entryway and iron gates that once
served as the entryway to the estate.

Gertrude named the estate Elgercon, an acronym for
her mother, Ellen, herself, and sister, Constance. Elgercon
was also known as the Tucker Farm, and a cemetery
containing stone markers for the Tucker dogs is still on
the grounds. The property also once contained a stream,
large pond, and vegetable and rose gardens.

Gertrude left the majority of her estate to Case
Western Reserve University, which eventually sold the
land to the Willoughby-Eastlake School District. In
addition to moving into the mansion, the district, of
course, constructed South High School and Willoughby
Middle School on the property.
