Ride in the Soperton Christmas Parade; represent the Treutlen County Schools System and
participate in activities through next year’s pageant.

A $40 non-refundable registration fee is due by February 25, 2026. Checks need to be made
payable to Treutlen Middle School FFA and must include a phone number on the check. The
contestants must be a student of Treutlen County Schools. The contestants for the Baby Miss TES
and The Toddler Miss TES must have a sibling enrolled in Treutlen County Schools, be a resident
of Treutlen County, or one of her parents must teach in the Treutlen County School System.

Rehearsal will be on Wednesday, March 4, 2026 in the school cafeteria. Elementary ages will begin
immediately after school at 3:15pm. Middle School and High School will begin at 4:30pm. Baby and
Toddler will begin at 5:15.This is not mandatory, but all age divisions are encouraged to attend.
Contestants will have the opportunity to walk one time while their information is being read aloud.
The contestants will be walking in a “T Pattern” from the back of the stage. Elementary
contestants must have an adult pick them up from rehearsal by 4:15pm. On the day of the
pageant, please bring your child “backstage” and leave her with us unless she is in the Baby or
Toddler Division. We will have adults to supervise the girls so that you can enjoy the pageant.

Light makeup, semi pageant hair and trendy/fashionable formal clothing is allowed. Finger nails,
finger nail polish, and jewelry are allowed. Makeup should be age appropriate. This pageant is a
“formal attire” pageant. Formal attire consists of pageant or flower girl/prom gowns made or off the
rack. Minimally stoned dresses are allowed. Dress needs to be long for the TMS and THS



divisions. Inappropriate clothing is not allowed. If unsure of what to wear, please ask Mrs. Rose
Cauley.

PEOPLE’S CHOICE: A People’s Choice award will be voted on in the hallway on the day of the pageant. There will be a
bag with each contestant’s name on it located on a table outside of the cafeteria. Each People’s
choice vote will cost $1.

JUDGING: Contestants will be judged by well qualified judges on stage presence, personality, poise, and
appearance. High School and Middle School contestants will be given an interview question and
will be judged on this also. All contestants will be judged equally. No one will be allowed to
approach the judges or judges’ table or the tabulator’s table before or during the pageant. Score
sheets will not be shown or given out. ALL DECISIONS ARE FINAL.
