Go to the Aeries portal on a computer or
laptop. .Even if the link says “Parent
Portal,” use your student email
(956____@mvusd.org) to LOG IN. 

Once you’re logged in, look at the left-
hand sidebar and click “Classes.”

TIP: Course numbers must be an exact match.
 You can find the 4-digit course number next
to the course title on your course selection
form or in the course catalog.

Once you’ve entered the course number or
selected the class, click ADD TO PLAN.

Select the grade level you will be in next year.

TIP: Want to plan ahead? You can choose
future grade levels, too.



Place It!Pick When You’ll Take It Fix Mistakes / Remove

Choose the term for the class.
 Most of the time, select YEAR LONG.
Sometimes, you may select Semester 1 or
Semester 2. These may be shuffled, so
placement is not guaranteed.
Never select Summer. Talk to your
counselor instead if you’re interested in
summer school.

Click “Place the Course,” then repeat the same
steps from the previous slide to add more
classes.

NOTE: You must have at least 7 full-year
classes total. Two semester classes count as one
full-year class. Marching Band and other 8th-
period classes do NOT count toward this total.

Hover
over the class tile on your plan until a red trash
can appears then click it to remove the class.
