Winter Weather 
Winter is here! In order to make sure that your students are prepared, we would like to remind you of the 
following information. Students are expected to go outside for recess when the weather is 0 degrees or above. 
Please make sure they have boots, jackets, caps, and mittens. Snow pants would also be highly 
recommended for any outdoor activities. Students are not allowed to leave the blacktop if they do not have 
boots and snow pants. Please remember to label all of your children’s belongings and have them check the 
lost and found regularly as it fills up overnight! 
 

Registration Information for Next year 2026-2027 
Verify your information in Skyward Family Access, Request Changes. Log into Family Access as the Student 
Info tab allows you to update and submit changes for district approval at any time. See request changes 
registration letter for directions. Students are automatically enrolled from year to year. 
 
If you will not return to the School District of Marshfield in September, notify us of the city, state, and school 
where you will be moving through the Family Access Contact Us tab in the upper right corner or through your 
school office as soon as you know. 
 
If you have moved during the school year or will be moving before the start of the new school year and want 
your child to remain at the school they are currently attending OR if you are requesting your student attend a 
school other than their neighborhood school for the upcoming school year, complete the Intradistrict Student 
Transfer Request found on Family Access under Online Forms, due by March 1. 
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Students currently in public 4K will be placed at their neighborhood school for kindergarten. Children not 
attending public 4K may submit online enrollment for kindergarten through our 
website www.marshfieldschools.org, January 26-February 6. 
 
Students entering 4K may submit online enrollment through our website www.marshfieldschools.org, January 
12-23. 
 
Current 6th grade students will receive further information from Marshfield Middle School.  
 
Meet and greet information and teacher placement will be in Family Access in mid-August.

Before School Drop Off/ After school Pick Up 
Madison doors will open at 7:40 AM each day. Supervision does not begin at school until 7:30. Please do not 
drop students off before 7:30. Students (plus siblings) in grades 4K-2 can be dropped off in the front of the 
school off Palmetto Ave. Students (plus siblings) in grades 3-6 can be dropped off in the back of the school 
upper parking lot off Apple Ave. This is a one way drop off.   
School is dismissed at 2:50PM each day. Grades 4K-2 will be brought out into the front of the school and will 
wait with their teachers. Grades 3-6 will be brought out to the upper parking lot and wait with teachers. Families 
will pull through and students will walk to the vehicle. Please do not exit the vehicle. 
 
Parking at Madison fills up quickly. If you want to walk your student into school or pick them up from the 
sidewalk, you will need to park in the front parking lot or the side streets and enter the front doors. There is NO 
PARKING along the sidewalk, that is for drive-through drop-off only. There is also NO PARKING along the left-
hand side of the driveway as this is the through lane. Please do not drop your student off in the left lane, this is 
a safety issue as people do not always watch when pulling away from the curb. You may need to park on 
neighborhood streets. All visitors to Madison will need to sign in, even at drop-off, and receive a visitor hand 
stamp. Visitors may only enter through the front doors. 
 

Breakfast/ Lunch 
Breakfast doors will open at 7:30. Students may enter and eat in the gym. Please fill out the free/ reduced 
lunch application that was sent home during meet and greet or head to the district website. Breakfast and 
lunch menus are available on the district website. https://www.marshfieldschools.org/departments/food-service 
 

Volunteers 
If you are interested in volunteering in your child’s classroom, please talk to the teacher. All volunteers will 
need to have an approved background check with the school district. Please let the secretary know if you need 
a volunteer background check. 
 

Appointments 
Sometimes students will have appointments during the day. Please make sure you call the office and send a 
note to your child’s teacher. When you come to pick your student up, please enter the front doors and ring the 
intercom bell. The secretary will assist you. 
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Snack Policy 
Students will have the ability to have a snack in their classroom sometime during the day if the teacher permits 
it. Due to the rising number of dangerous food allergies and intolerances in our student population as well as 
many families expressing that their students do not need a snack during the day, we will not have classroom 
snack schedules in grades one and up. If students choose to have a snack, they may bring a simple healthy 
snack for just themselves. If there is a peanut allergy in your classroom snacks will need to be peanut free. 
Families will be informed of these allergies by the classroom teacher.  
We understand that students like to celebrate birthdays at school with their friends. With this being said, please 
discuss this ahead of time with the classroom teacher. We encourage non-food items to be shared in order to 
maintain safety for all students. We appreciate your understanding and cooperation in order to keep all of our 
students safe and healthy. Any food sent into the classroom for parties or events must be store bought. 
 

Attendance 
School starts at 7:45. If your child will be absent or late, please call the school office 715-384-8181 as soon as 
possible. If your child is not called in, they will receive an unexcused absence.  If you arrive to school tardy you 
will need to sign in at the office. In addition, if you are picking your student up early before the 2:50 dismissal, 
you will need to sign the child out in the school office as well. Thank you for your cooperation with these
