GPA is determined 
by dividing the total grade points by the number of courses 
attempted. Courses not included in the calculation of GPA 
include those taken as correspondence/online, credit 
by examination and those taken in summer school and 
middle school. An expanded grading scale includes Special 
Education.
Spring Branch ISD reports class rank outside the top 10% 
only for those students who make a formal request to have 
it included on their transcript.
