STANDARDIZED 
TESTING

PSAT - Students should register to take the 
exam at Jericho. PSAT is in October of 

Junior Year.

The PSAT is a Qualifying Exam for the 
National Merit Scholarship, National 
Achievement Scholarship, & National 

Hispanic Recognition Program.
These scholarships are awarded to 

students based upon PSAT scores by state.
Some colleges give merit-based 

scholarships to students who earn these 
awards.

Check your PSAT score by logging on to 
College Board to identify your strengths & 

weaknesses & prepare for future exams.



STANDARDIZED TESTING CONT’D.

Students typically take 
their first SAT and/or 

ACT during their Junior 
Year.

Many colleges remain Test Optional, 
but some are beginning to 

transition back to requiring test 
scores or being Test Flexible. It’s 

best practice to take a standardized 
test & you can ultimately decide to 

go test optional for schools that 
allow.

EXTRACURRICULAR ACTIVITIES

Benefits of Getting Involved in High School: 

1. Discover new possibilities: Involvement in an activity could spur a lifelong passion, 
introduce career options, & help define identity (ex.: debate, business)

2. Relieve academic pressure: As the school workload increases, it may seem 
counterproductive to spend more time in other activities, but the outlet is often a needed break 
from homework & studying

3. Increase academic performance: Education Next reports being involved in activities 
outside the classroom may play a role in improving grades & standardized test scores



EXTRACURRICULAR ACTIVITIES 
CONT’D

4. Build important skills: No matter what the future brings, skills like teamwork, cooperation, 
creative problem-solving, decision-making, & leadership will always be important. Extracurricular 
activities allow the development of these skills that are transferable to school, family, & future life

5. Make connections: Involvement in many extracurriculars brings students into contact with 
others like coaches, teammates, parents, & event judges, who may become valuable connections 
later

6. Improve college applications: If college is the next step after high school, a record of 
involvement over several years can demonstrate a continued interest in a particular cause, activity, 
or event. Colleges appreciate seeing applicants who demonstrate that they are successful outside 
the classroom & will become active members of their communities
