What is a Title I School?  

Title I is the largest federally funded educational program.  A 
Title I school is a school receiving federal funds for students. 
The basic principle of Title I is that schools with large 
concentrations of low-income students receive supplemental 
funds to meet students’ educational goals.



What Does it Mean to Be a Title I School?

● Being a Title I school means receiving federal funding (Title I dollars) to supplement the 
school’s existing programs.  These dollars are used for the following:
○ Identifying students experiencing academic difficulties and providing timely assistance to 

help students meet the state’s challenging content standards.
○ Purchasing supplemental staff/programs/materials/supplies
○ Conducting parent and family engagement meetings/trainings/activities
○ Recruiting/Hiring/Retaining Highly-Qualified Teachers

● Being a Title I school also means encouraging ongoing parent and family engagement and 
advocating for parents’ rights

How Do I Request Qualifications of My Child’s 
Teachers?  

• Title I parents and families have the right to request the qualifications of 
their child’s teachers

• How are you notified of this right and what is the process for making a 
request?
○ You can request it from the school’s dean. 
○ Request should be completed within 30 days. 



Highly Qualified? 

• Being Highly Qualified in the state of North Carolina means you have 
successfully passed the licensure exams required or received alternate 
licensure in a way set out by NC law. 

• Parents and families are notified if teachers do not meet ESSA’s requirements 
for Highly-Qualified 

• Parents may request information on teacher qualifications in writing
○ Request should be completed within 30 days.
○ Highly Qualified information is sent out periodically throughout the school 

year as required.  



North Carolina Standard Course of Study

The North Carolina Standard Course of Study outlines what students are 
expected to learn in each grade and subject. It ensures that all children across the 
state receive a consistent and high-quality education in every school. These 
standards help teachers plan lessons that build important skills like critical 
thinking, problem-solving, and communication—preparing students for success in 
school and beyond.
