The Admissions Team follows a structured
admission and registration process to
determine whether a student is a good fit for
the school.

Admission Criteria:

Student applications are reviewed based on
the following factors, in order of priority:

o Seat availability

o Grade-level placement, in accordance
with  the Ministry of Education’s
International Curriculum Equivalency
Table (enclosed)

e« Previous academic and behavior
records (including the recommendation)

o Admission test/KG assessment results

o Student’s age relative to curriculum
requirements

« Siblings currently enrolled in or applying
to MIS

o Students who are transferring from an
accredited American curriculum

Parents are encouraged to carefully review the
following step-by-step process to ensure timely
consideration of their child’s application.

Step 1: Application Process

The Student Application Formis included in the
admission packet and also available as a hard
copy from the Administration Office or can also
be downloaded from the school website:
www.misgatar.com.

All required documents listed in the admission
packet must be submitted along with the
completed application form to proceed to the
next step. Registration is subject to seat
availability and grade placement approval.

Note: For students coming from non-American
curricula, MIS will review the student’s
academic history alongside the Ministry of
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Education’s equivalency table to determine the
appropriate grade level for testing.

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Step 2: Admission Test / KG Assessment

« A non-refundable application/test fee of
QAR 204 is payable upon submission of
the application and documents.

o KG applicants are charged an
application fee of QAR 102 only.

e Once documents are reviewed, parents
will be notified by email regarding the
application status and test scheduling.

o Students will take the following:

o A readiness assessment (for KG
students); or

o An admission test that covers
reading, writing, and math for
Grades 1-12, covering reading,
writing, and math (approximately
1-2 hours)

e The test results and admission status
(accepted, retest, waitlisted, deferred,
not accepted) will be communicated by
email usually within 2-3 working days.

o KG parents may already receive verbal
feedback from the KG Principal
following an assessment.

e A retest may be recommended after a
minimum of one month, at no additional
cost, if a student does not meet the test
requirements but demonstrate potential.

e A parent/student interview may be
scheduled if further discussion on the
conditions of admission is required.

Admission decisions, while there are other
factors for consideration, are primarily based
on the following:

e Admission test results
¢ Previous school academic and behavior
records

Students who do not meet grade-level
expectations may be declined, waitlisted, or
considered further through an interview.
Conditional or probationary admission may be
offered, subject to signed agreement by the
parent.

Step 3: Registration Confirmation and Fee
Payment

o Students new to Qatar must obtain a
Qatar ID and also submit an attested
final report card prior to official
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registration, as mandated by the
Ministry of Education.
« All pending documents must be

submitted to complete the student
application file.

o Upon confirmation, parents will receive
an acceptance email and letter to be
signed during registration.

o A transfer certificate from the
current school may be required.

e Parents must pay the one-time
registration fee (non-refundable) of
QAR 2,550 to secure the seat.

o Tuition fees, transportation, uniforms,
and books will be arranged through the
Accounts Office.

« Class section assignments will be
finalized at the beginning of the school
year or semester.

Important Notes:

o Students without a Qatar ID may
proceed through Step 2 of the process,
but may only begin attending classes
once the ID copy is submitted.

o Students will not be permitted to attend
school unless all fees are settled.

MIS does not reserve seats for more than one
month after the registration confirmation,
unless an official notification is sent by the
parent.

Parent Disclosure of Information

Parents must fully disclose all relevant
academic, medical, special education, and
behavioral information that may affect the
school’s ability to provide appropriate
educational services.

Failure to disclose required information may
result in interrupted or terminated enrollment if
admission was granted based on incomplete or
misleading information.
