Dear Mr. Wenzloff: 

 

Between October 4, 2025, and January 8, 2026, Apex Companies LLC (Apex) collected drinking water samples at 

North Plains Elementary School in North Plains, Oregon. Sampling included the main building and the stand-alone 

gymnasium. The testing was requested by Hillsboro School District as part of their efforts to ensure that 

concentrations of lead in drinking water at the school remain below the Oregon Department of Education (ODE) 

action level of 15 parts per billion (ppb).  

 

Drinking water from all fixtures at the school have lead concentrations below 15 ppb. 

 

Eighty samples were collected from the main building and eight samples were collected from the gymnasium. All 

samples were delivered under chain of custody to Apex Laboratories in Tigard, Oregon, for lead analysis.  

 

Initial water sampling in the main building was completed in two sampling rounds. The second round included 

some fixtures that were not working during the first round of sampling as well as some additional restroom 

handwash basins. A third round of sampling was completed to retest one fixture that initially tested above 15 ppm 

but had subsequently been replaced. 

 

The results of each sampling round are shown in the following tables. Results above 15 ppm are shown in bold.
