Bayard Rustin

Known as Mr.
March-on-Wash-
ington, Bayard
Rustin was a civil
rights activist and
adviser to Martin
Luther King Jr. He
was born in 1912
in Pennsylvania and raised as a nonvi-
olent Quaker. He endured multiple
arrests for his activism and nonviolence
and eventually became instrumental in
the Montgomery bus boycott and the
1963 March on Washington for Jobs
and Freedom. Rustin died in 1987 in
New York City.
