Must have a minimum 2.0 GPA
Must complete the PRIDE Night/Senior Speaker
Audition Form and submit a link to a copy of their
speech by April 10th, 2026.
Finalists will submit a full draft of the speech they
wish to deliver and will present in-person to a
selection committee. Speeches should be
approximately 800 words (no more than 3 minutes
in length). Applicants will be rated on speaking
ability, poise, rationale for selection, and quality of
message.
