You have constitutional rights:

« DO NOT OPEN THE DOOR if an immigration agent or law
enforcement is knocking on the door.

« DO NOT ANSWER ANY QUESTIONS from an immigration
agent or law enforcement officer if they try to talk to you. You
have the right to remain silent.

* DO NOT SIGN ANYTHING without first speaking to a lawyer.
You have the right to speak with a lawyer.

* If you are outside of your home, ask the agent if you are free
to leave and if they say yes, leave calmly.

* GIVE THE CARD (Sample Below and printbale copy links
on the right) TO THE AGENT. If you are inside of your home,
show the card through the window or slide it under the door.
These constitutional rights cards are for citizens and
noncitizens alike.

I do not wish to speak with you, answer your questions, or
sigh or hand you any documents based on my 5th
Amendment rights under the United States Constitution.

HOW TO TALKTO SAUSE
YOUR CHILDREN
ABOUT IMMIGRATION

Start a conversation with your child. Ask your child what they have been hearing
about immigration at school and from their friends. Give them an opportunity to
ask questions. Explain what is going on in a way that they can understand.

Limit your child’s exposure to media coverage. Repeated exposure to images from
the news can be distressing for children.

Create a routine for your child. Daily routines are beneficial for all children and
help to foster a sense of safety and predictability.

Talk to your child about your own family’s immigration story. Sharing stories with
your child about how and why your family immigrated to the U.S. can help to
humanize the experiences of recent immigrants and asylum-seekers.

Read a children’s book about the immigrant experience with your child. These
stories can help foster empathy and affirm the experiences of immigrant-origin and
refugee children.

When your child raises questions, respond to their concerns in a way they can
understand. Avoiding a child’s question does not make the question go away.
Instead, not being able to talk about a situation can make children more scared and
more worried.

Develop a safety plan for your child. It is important to develop a plan for your family
if you are at risk of being detained or deported. A safety plan may include identifying
an adult who will pick your child up from school in the event that you are detained,
and designating a caregiver who your child will live with in your absence. Children
are often more aware than one might expect. Talk with your child about your plan for
their care. ok Ol

La exposicion repetida a
imagenes de noticias puede ser angustiante para los nifios.

Cree una rutina para su hijo. Las rutinas diarias son beneficiosas para todos los nifios y
ayudan a fomentar una sensacion de seguridad y previsibilidad.

Hable con su hijo sobre la historia de inmigracion de su propia familia. Comparta
historias con su hijos sobre como y por qué su familia emigro a los EE. UU. Sus
historias pueden ayudar a humanizar las experiencias de los inmigrantes y solicitantes
de asilo recientes.

Lea un libro infantil sobre la experiencia de los inmigrantes con su hijo. Estas historias
pueden ayudar a fomentar la empatia y reafirmar las experiencias de los nifios
inmigrantes y refugiados.

Cuando su hijo haga preguntas, responda a sus inquietudes de una manera que
pueda comprender. Evitar las preguntas de un nifio no hace que éstas
desaparezcan. Por el contrario, no poder hablar sobre una situacion puede hacer
gue los niflos se sientan mas asustados y preocupados.

Desarrolle un plan de seguridad para su hijo. Es importante desarrollar un plan para
su familia si corre el riesgo de ser detenido o deportado. Un plan de seguridad
puede incluir la identificacion de un adulto que recogera a su hijo de la escuela en
caso de que lo detengan y la designacion de un cuidador con quien su hijo vivira en
Su ausencia. Los nifios suelen ser mas conscientes de lo que uno podria esperar.
Hable con su hijo sobre su plan para su cuidado.
