Is a midday bus available for Ages 4/5 classes?
NO - Midday transportation is NOT available.
Parents must transport midday.

When choosing a preschool option, think about
your child’s age, readiness, daily routine (including
if your child will continue to nap), and your family’s
schedule.

Is bus transportation available?
Limited transportation an option for the Ages 4/5
morning preschool class arrival and the Ages 4/5
afternoon preschool departure. 
• MORNING Ages 4/5 Classes: 
Students may ride the PreK–Grade 12 bus TO
preschool. Parents transport home.
• AFTERNOON Ages 4/5 Classes: 
Parent transport TO school.
Students may ride the PreK–Grade 12 bus Home.

NOTE: If your address is in the school walk zone,
bus transportation is NOT available.

Ages 3/4 preschool classes - parent must
transport both directions.
